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This contribution proposes updates to the section 5.4 “Management Requirements” in TS 22.250 V0.2.0. It is especially proposed to change the structure of the clause in order to show clearly the features available for the different roles.

Note: The terminology used in this contribution corresponds to the one proposed by Fujitsu in a separate contribution (S1-021284). The requirements proposed below could be adapted to the existing terminology. 

Proposed new clause 5.4

5.4 Management requirements

The IMS group management shall provide a set of capabilities for the Group Consumers, Group Members, Group Administrator and Group Moderators.

It shall be possible for the Group Administrator to:

a) Create a group;

 The administrator shall not become Group Member by default when creating a group.

b) Define group specific information;

c) Define service specific information

d) Define the Group Members of the group;

e) Define Group Member properties;

f)  Define the Group Moderators of the group;

g) Define the Group Moderators properties of the group;

h) Delete a group;

It shall be possible for the Group Administrator and the Group Moderator (unless restricted by the Administrator) to: 

a) Modify the group and service specific information

b) Add Group Members to the group

c) Remove Group Members from a group

d) Get Group Member properties

e) Modify Group Member properties

It shall be possible for the Group Administrator, the Group Moderators, Group Consumers and Group Members (unless restricted by the Administrator or Moderator) to:

a) Get the list of Group Members identifiers with their properties

 The list shall contain the number of anonymous Group Members.

b) Get group and service specific information;

c) Access the management features from multiple terminals simultaneously (e.g. via mobile phone and PC).
