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Introduction

This contribution proposes updates to the section 5.5 “Notification and Acknowledgement Requirements” in TS 22.250 V0.2.0. It is especially proposed to change the structure of the clause in order to show clearly the features available for the different roles.

Note: The terminology used in this contribution corresponds to the one proposed by Fujitsu in a separate contribution (S1-021284). The requirements proposed below could be adapted to the existing terminology. 

Proposed new clause 5.5

Notification requirements






The rights associated with the group members, group consumers, and group moderators may grant them access to some notification features described below.
It shall be possible for the group members, group administrators, group moderators, or group consumers to subscribe to different events concerning the group. When an event occurs the entities interested in that event shall be notified. The notification categories are:
i) Change in Group specific information

ii) Change in Service specific information
iii)
   Change in Group members
This includes also the changes in the number of anonymous users.
