Introduction

This document proposes additions to the management requirements subclause 6.6 of the TR 22.940 as well as corresponding additions to the definitions subclause.

MANAGEMENT REQUIREMENTS

3.1 Definitions

Chat room administrator: Chat room administrator is the subscriber or IMS service provider who has created the chat room
Private chat room: Chat room that has an associated access control list. Only the members on the list can join to chat.

Public chat room: Chat room that anybody can join unless restricted by the block list.

Management requirements

The following management requirements shall be supported by IMS messaging.

a)
IMS Messaging shall be able to support a request from the IMS service provider to enable/disable message delivery and submission.

b)
IMS Messaging shall be able to support a request from the user to enable/disable message delivery and submission.

c)
IMS Messaging shall be able to support the user to manage his User Service Profile related to IMS messaging (e.g. customise his messaging environment within the capabilities of the terminal, network and messaging application). This could be unconditional or conditional e.g. depending on roaming conditions or operator restrictions.

Editor’s note: Some of the following requirements may be fulfilled with IMS group management procedures.

d)
It shall be possible for the subscriber and IMS service provider to create a private chat room i.e. to create a chat room with an associated access control list. 
d)
It shall be possible for the subscriber and IMS service provider to create a public chat room. 

e)
It shall be possible for the IMS service provider to delete a private and a public chat room. 

f)
It shall be possible for the subscriber to delete a private and a public chat room that he has created.
g) It shall be possible for the chat room administrator to force subscriber to leave a chat room.
h) It shall be possible for the chat room administrator to modify access control list associated to the chat room.
i)
It shall be possible for the chat room administrator (subscriber and/or IMS service provider) to set chat room properties e.g. the chat room name, topic, maximum number of active users.
