SESSION BASED MESSAGING REQUIREMENTS

6.3
Group messaging requirements

Following requirements are specific to group messaging.

a)
It shall be possible to send a message to all the participants of a messaging session without specifying the individual participant's addresses or using a message delivery list.

b)
It shall be possible to invite new participants to the existing messaging session.

i)
The invitations shall be semi permanent i.e. it is not required that invitee will act immediately.

ii)
It shall be possible to cancel the invitation by the inviter.

iii)
It shall be possible for the inviter to define the validity period of the invitation.

iv)
It shall be possible for the invitee to see the originator of the invitation unless the inviter has required anonymity.

v)
It shall be possible for the inviter to define the session to which the invitation is made.

vi)
It shall be possible for the invitee to identify the session to which she/he was invited.

c)
It shall be possible for the recipient of the message to identify from which session the message came from (for both group and private messages).

d)
It shall be possible for the recipient to identify the sender (unless the sender has required anonymity) of the message in addition to the session from which the message came from.

e)
It shall be possible for the sender to send a private message for a selected recipient.

f)
It shall be possible for the recipient to determine if the message was send as a private message within a session.

g)
It shall be possible for the subscribers to join to a session e.g. chat room.

h)
It shall be possible for the subscribers to leave a session e.g. chat room.
i)
It shall be possible for the subscriber to request the chat room properties e.g. list of active members.

j)
It shall be possible for the subscriber to request chat history when joining to chat room. The chat history contains the messages posted to the chat room. The length or the data volume of the chat history is limited by the IMS service provider and can be further limited by the subscriber request, e.g. the last 100 messages or a maximum size of 500 Kbytes.
