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Introduction

At our last Messaging SWG meeting #4 bis in St. Albans (June 2002) Siemens provided a contribution S1-021233 “Inclusion of MMS in TR 22.940”.  S1-021233 had proposed to include the MMS functionality into TR 22.940 for the Deferred delivery messaging  (which at that time was called Store-and-forward messaging). 

While it was agreed that many of the requirements for MMS are still valid and applicable to IMS it was felt, that more thoughts were needed.

The present contribution tries to elaborate a little more on this issue and to highlight some aspects.

Discussion

The essence of contribution S1-021233 was to find agreement, that the essential requirements for the Deferred delivery messaging are not different to those in MMS. As a consequence it would make sense to refer in TR 22.940 to the MMS requirements contained in TS 22.140 –  instead of duplicating them in the TR – and to state only differences explicitly (e.g. on addressing…).

The main differences were proposed in S1-021233 and mainly referred to the fact, that IMS users are addressable through one or several public identities. 

Further on it would make sense to propose in TR 22.940 to relay all work on Deferred delivery messaging to MMS and only create necessary CRs to 22.140.

According to the our opinion the main aspects, that need further investigation are

1. Addressing and interworking with external messaging systems:

TS 22.140 states: “The MMS shall support the capability for both MSISDN [4] and e-mail addressing schemes [5] to be used, and the user may use either form of addressing to send a message.”

It is proposed to keep this requirement from MMS also in Deferred delivery messaging for IMS messaging.

This implies – together with the requirement to “permit interworking with other or existing messaging technologies, messaging services, intelligent network services and  supplementary services, either located within or outside a mobile network” (chapter 10 of TS 22.140)  – that interworking (sending and receiving messages) with e-mail (e.g. SMTP) or CS terminals is possible.

Note, that this addressing requirement would only be valid for Deferred delivery messaging, i.e. it would not be applicable to Immediate- or Session based messaging.

The new requirement stated in contribution S1-021233 says that 
“In addition to the requirements stated in [2] it is required, that IMS addressing is supported, i.e. it shall be possible to send multimedia messages to a public  identity of a subscriber”, which is the delta, which needs to be added to MMS to support SIP-addressing

2. Requirements on management, Notification and acknowledgement, Charging:

These requirements, proposed in S1-021233 take into account the fact, that an IMS user may have several public identities (SIP-URLs). These may be associated with several Service Profiles (see 23.228) to differentiate the service behaviour of an IMS service

Therefore also (new) requirements on management, Notification / acknowledgement and Charging need to take this into account.

Proposal

It is proposed to: 

1) come back to the requirements in S1-021233 and incorporate them in the relevant sections on Deferred delivery messaging  (which at that time was called Store-and-forward messaging).

2) Propose in TR 22.940 to relay all work on Deferred delivery messaging to MMS and only create necessary CRs to 22.140.
