Introduction

To ensure a consistence Data Management in a 3G distributed network between different network elements, a synchronization model for GUP Data elements is needed.

2.
Discussion
The data distribution between components shall be synchronized in a distributed network. GUP components can be distributed as either copies from the master component  (synchronize) or as a  “snapshot”  (not maintained). The requestor shall indicate at the time of inquiry whether the “duplicated” component is treated as a copy or a snapshot. For copied component synchronization shall be ensured by GUP means.  Snapshots of GUP components are not synchronized.  

Some few but important rules shall apply:

1. If a master component is changed, all copies shall be synchronized (=updated).

2. If a copied component is changed, the master component shall be changed if the “access rights” are fulfilled, as consequence all existing copies shall be synchronized.

3. If a copied component is changed and the “access rights” are not fulfilled, the change of master component shall be rejected. As a consequence the change of the copy will be withdraw and the copy stays unchanged. 

4. Snapshots of the master are not synchronized.
