2.3
Results on document discussions

S1-021245; Additions to intended usage of GUP; lucent Technologies

The contribution proposed to provide information about potential usage of the 3GPP Generic User Profile. User information sharing (intended for application level sharing of information) and Profile key management (ability to determine the search key for the user profile) were agreed to be introduced as further use cases.

S1-021246; General comments to GUP service requirements; Lucent Technologies

The contribution proposed to clarify figures in chapter 4 and to add additional text for better understanding. Requirement on “Administration and management of this data is under the control of the home network” was not supported. Modifications to figure 1 and 2 and the accompanied text were supported in principle, but still needs textual improvements. 

S1-021247; Cleanup of GUP Service Requirements Annex A; Lucent Technologies

The contribution proposed to remove two diagrams that appear in “Annex <A> (informative), one is the “distributed view of GUP” and the other one shows GUP related functions. Lucent initiative was supported and figures were removed.

The second part of the proposal to add a list of potential GUP information to Annex B was not (yet) supported. Lucent may want to come back on this issue.

S1-021248 was withdrawn.

S1-021278; Privacy Requirements for 3GPP Generic User Profile (GUP); Nokia

This contribution proposed privacy requirements to the clause 8. The requirements for controlling the access to the different parts of the user profile data are specified herein. The authorization including two basic control functions a) which parts of the GUP data the requesting entity is able access, and b) what actions the entity is able to perform (create, read, modify or delete) is seen as a key part of the access control. The authorization is seen further as a way to manage the privacy.

Nokias contribution was supported in principle. Some minor editorial changes were when the text was put into version 0.10.0.

S1-021311; 3GPP GUP Stakeholder Requirements; Alcatel

The contribution proposes requirements on the end-user, user, subscriber and subscription management. It was felt that the contribution was too detailed. In addition it was mentioned that the definition on some of the actors herein is still ongoing. The contribution was noted.

S1-021312; 3GPP GUP Data Suppliers and Consumers; Alcatel

The contribution proposed to describe data suppliers and data consumers in more detail. A data supplier can be either a physical entity, like HSS , which is then addressed by the consuming entity for the GUP data retrieval or it can be a function, like OAM which is providing GUP data input for consumers, which then act further as supplier entities, like HSS.  Data Consumers are entities, which access the GUP data, or get it pushed and then use this data in their process. 
However, the contribution came very late and contains very detailed description of GUP data content and data storage. Some support for the material were expressed but no consensus was reached to incorporate text to stage 1 so far. The proposed changes were rejected.

S1-021313; 3GPP GUP TS 22.240 updates; Alcatel

The contribution proposed to clarify the terms end-user, user and subscriber. It was felt as useful but there is still an ongoing action in SA1 to clarify these terms globally. It was agreed to wait until the global investigation result is available and to adopt the terms used in 22.240 accordingly. The contribution was noted.

S1-021315; Synchronisation and data consistency; Ericsson

The contribution proposed additional requirements on data synchronization. It was felt that requirements shall go to a later chapter since chapter 4 (proposed to be changed) is “informative”. Also it was felt that the criteria for synchronization, as described herein, needs further clarifications. The contribution was not agreed. It was proposed to merge synchronization requirements herein with the Siemens contributions in S1-021253 to S1-021254.

S1-021316; GUP benefits for stakeholders; Ericsson

This contribution adds further information in the chapter 4.1.2, Benefits of the 3GPP Generic Use Profile for individual stakeholders. Additional text to Subscription Management and Customer Care and Provision of Terminal Capability information were agreed. Other changes in the contribution were not agreed.
S1-021321; Clarifications on User/Subscriber for 22.240; SIEMENS AG

These contribution harmonies the terms user and subscriber used in 22.240. Still there is the global activity to clarify user and subscriber for SA1. However, as a working assumption the proposed changes were agreed. 

S1-021327; GUP – Consideration and Inclusion of Multi-access; Telia

The document introduces the concept of Multi-access (e.g. UMTS, EDGE, GPRS, GSM and WLAN) and Multi-access scenarios in GUP.  It was felt that the use case in Annex A and the addition of WLAN to the list of access technologies shall be added to 22.240. However, the definition of “Multi access” was not seen as useful and therefore not agreed.

S1-021328; GUP – Consideration and Inclusion of preferred access technologies and network; Telia

This contribution proposed to add Preferred access technologies (The preferred access technology, second preferred access technology etc. E.g. GPRS, WLAN etc.) to the PLMN specific user information and to the Service specific information of the user. It was agreed to add  “preferred access technology” to the PLMN specific user information. The addition to “service specific information” was not agreed.

S1-021353 and S1-021354 and S1-021355, all on data synchronization and data consistency aspects; all from Siemens

Those documents were submitted after the official deadline for document submission. The documents were briefly presented. The majority felt that the material is quite important but delegates needs more time to study the issue. Some sympathy was expressed. On the other questions were raised on the proposed synchronization model. However, none of the contributions was agreed.
