· it should be clearer that the text is not suggesting the need for service-based handover.

· Although acceptable for a TR, some of the lists of parameters that appear in the text are not suitable for a technical specification unless exhaustive

· The requirement to control the mobility among different parts of the shared network expressed in 8.3 seems to be in conflict with the note in the same paragraph where it is required that the user preferences have higher priority. The interaction needs to be better described.

T-Mobile agreed to present a correction to the text in the next meeting of SA1. The text was introduced with an editor’s note explaining what needs to be clarified.

Discussion:

The scenario “Common spectrum network sharing” describes scenarios that are very important for the work on network sharing in Rel-6 since they represent shared-networks that are currently being deployed (using R99 functionality) and evolutions of these networks (using functionality available in later releases). 

Figure 4 in the current version of the TR seem to indicate that only the case with a clean split between the core networks and the radio access network(s) need to be considered in Rel-6. This is not our understanding of this scenario. Iu-flex is an option for the operator(s) and the network-sharing functionalities to be included in Rel-6 shall not depend on the use of this option.
