Introduction

This contribution discusses the use of terms 'Service Provider' and 'Value Added Service Provider' in GUP stage 1 specification. Although term 'Service Provider' is widely used in the current draft specification, most probably 'Value Added Service Provider' has actually been meant by it.

Discussion

The terms 'Service Provider' and 'Value Added Service Provider' are defined in TR 21.905 as follows:

Service Provider: A Service Provider is either a network operator or an other entity that provides services to a subscriber (e.g. a MVNO).

Value Added Service Provider: Provides services other than basic telecommunications service for which additional charges may be incurred.

Based on these definitions, it seems that everywhere in the draft specification where 'Service Provider' is used, the correct term would be 'Value Added Service Provider'. Note that service providers are covered with the note in subclause 4.1 stating that MVNOs and visited networks are treated as value added service providers in terms of GUP data exchanges with mobile operator’s network.
