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Introduction

S1-021560 outlined several issues about the current state of the messaging TR. This document proposes a revision of the structure of the existing TR.  Separate companion contributions are available that provide the detailed text for each new sections being proposed. At this stage, none of the existing text is being removed, merely new text and reshuffling of existing text is proposed in order to make the document more informative to readers outside the IMS Messaging SWG in SA1.  

Proposal 

Proposed outline for the restructure of the TR is as follows:

· Introduction of a new section immediately following section 3, entitled “4 Background” that covers an overview of the existing messaging capabilities in and outside 3GPP as well as the motivation of the work under IMS Messaging umbrella. The proposal for the text in this section is provided in the companion contribution S1-021562. 

· Introduction of a new section following the above entitled “5 IMS Messaging” that covers Messaging Types, Uses Cases, Interaction with other features (e.g. MMS, IMS Group Management and Presence) and Messaging Interoperability (as currently available in section 4.2). The proposal for the text in this section is provided in the companion contribution S1-021563.

· Introduction of a new section entitled “6 Architectural considerations and scenarios” where some implications of messaging techniques are discussed. The proposal for the text in this section is provided in the companion contribution S1-021565.

· Introduction of a new section entitled “Open Issues” covering any open issues such as all the editor’s notes that are scattered around the document. The proposal for the text in this section is provided in the companion contribution S1-021564.

· Introduction of a new section entitled “14 Conclusions and Recommendations” were a set of recommendations are made. The proposal for the text in this section is provided in the companion contribution S1-021564.
