Open Issues

The purpose of the section is to provide a list of open issues that have been encountered during the discussion. Until the issues are resolved, it is recommended that this section is retained here. The current list of open issues is:
· Session based messaging may need new requirements to enable fetching message log e.g. after a loss of radio coverage (extracted from the note in 7.1)

· Use of e-mail addresses requires more consideration (extracted from clauses 6.8 and 7.8)
· Address translation/mapping requires more analysis (extracted from clause 6.8 and 7.8)

Conclusions and Recommendation

This technical report has analysed how messaging in the IMS can be provided in a way that is complementary to existing messaging capabilities available in 3GPP. A list of high level requirements have been generated that should form the bulk of the service requirements specification. This report makes the following recommendations : 

· The high level requirements listed in section 6-11 should be adopted as part of the service requirements. 
· The filtering of SPAM and offensive content etc although an important issue that was of interest to a number of parties, is outside the scope of this report as an application/service issue (this was extracted from the notes in 6.7 and 7.6)
· Requirements on the ‘Deferred messaging’ is carried out in TS 22.140 (this is a note extracted from clause 11) 
· IMS messaging should make use of the IMS Group Management capability for the support of multiparty sessions.
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
