Title: 
IMS messaging – Way forward

1. Introduction

The contribution briefly lists the possibilities of going forward with IMS messaging in 3GPP. The objective of the contribution is to find an agreement how the work can be progressed in order to reach the specification requirement level in 3GPP rel6. 

2. Discussion

The IMS messaging TR 22.940 has reached sufficient completeness for presenting it to the SA#17 plenary for information. Moreover, SA2 has indicated in their liaison (S1-021406) that they are going to start initial work on IMS messaging architecture in their next meeting (SA2#23, 19th–23rd, August 2002, Toronto, CA). Therefore, it would be essential for SA1 to consider what are the alternatives to define requirements for IMS messaging. 

Considering the current TR at least the following ways to proceed can be seen as possible ones:

· Convert TR to TS;
This would possible require some changes in the organisation of the TR. Main identified changes would be removal of deferred delivery messaging (it is to be treated in the 3GPP TS 22.140) and removal the overlaps of requirements. In addition to those, smaller changes possibly in the introduction and scope should be carried out.
Procedurally, this would require establishment of a new TS. The approval of the new TS could happen earliest in SA#19 (SA#18: 3GPP TR 22.940 for approval, TS for information, SA#19: TS for approval).

· Extract the requirements from the TR and attach them as a normative annex in 3GPP TS 22.228;
This alternative would require similar modifications than the previous one. However, if the resulting requirement set would be reasonable small it might be more convenient to attach them to 3GPP TS 22.228. Furthermore, similar approach could be taken in other future IMS capabilities if such appear and not all of them would require their own specification. 
Procedurally, the TS 22.228 exists and the modifications can be carried out as CRs to the existing specification(s). These CR’s could be done and agreed by SA1 in the next 2 meetings (SA1 IMS SWG and SA1#18 meeting) and approved by SA#18.

· Extract the requirements from TR 22.940 attach them to the body of 3GPP TS 22.228;
Even in this alternative it would be reasonable to carry out deferred delivery messaging requirements in the 3GPP TS 22.140. The immediate and session based messaging requirement should be included to the 3GPP TS 22.228 but currently there is not clear place for them.

3. Proposal

It is proposed to discuss the alternatives and select one of them to be followed. It is also proposed to indicate the decision of how to proceed with the IMS messaging specification work when the 3GPP TR 22.940 is provided for information in SA#17.
