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This document proposes a presentation on multimodal and multi-devices services for SA Plenary #17.
Indeed, SES is chartered to investigate and address multimodal and multi-device services. The feasibility study on Speech Enabled Services TR22.977 will be submitted for approval (see S1-021535 for the current latest version) and identifies the value proposal for such services. It also identifies the need for a Technical Specification devoted to such services. The presentation illustrates these points.
SES is also completing TS22.243 on Speech Recognition Framework for Automated Voice Services, to be sent for approval to SA. See S1-021536 for the current latest version.
A work item on multimodal and multi-device services has been repeatedly proposed: S1-021275 with more than 4 supporting companies. However, it has been argued that this is already covered by the SES work item description (SP-0100572).
SES would like to get a recommendation from SA on how to proceed best. 
In particular, SES requests approval for initiating a Technical Specification (Release 6) on multimodal and multi-device services. As illustration, S1-021274 is provided as an example of what the TS may look like. It illustrates the maturity of the problem and adequacy for the 3GPP infrastructure. 

Eventually, SES request approval or recommendation to establish a liaison with the W3C voice activity and multimodal interaction working group (MMI). This is in answer to the W3C liaison S1-021181.
