Executive Summary:
1.1
General
On IMS Group Management good progress was made. Many of open issues were clarified, but also some new editors note’s were added to request for clarifications. TS 22.250 was considered more than 50% ready by the meeting and it is proposed to send it for information to next SA plenary. Also WID was agreed to be updated related to work schedule. 

Some LSs noted. Reply agreed to T3 on “Access to IMS Services using 3GPP release 99 and release 4 UICCs”. Some LSs were tasked to be drafted but they were not reviewed by Plenary.

Related to T3 LS on multiple ISIMs on UICC CRs were agreed and LS requested. 

TIM contributions to mandate GPRS for IMS also in release 6 was discussed. Based on this contribution TIM and Telia drafted some scenarios.  Based on this work SWG agreed clarify the release 6 subscription requirements (CRs to 22.101 agreed). Next it is up to SA2 to study this and see what are architectural impacts and consult SA3 and T3 or others as needed.   Also based on these scenarios it was agreed that SWG chair should re-introduce the Rel 6 CRs related to ISIMs that were not approved at last SA plenary. (Note: SWG chair took a liberty to change CRs so that only the restriction to require both subscriptions are removed and no new text is added, as there are agreed other CRs.)

Changes to IMS WID to include Access Independence and Interoperability with Other IMS systems  were agreed.

CR to 22.228 on release 6 interworking requiremtns was agreed.

Vodafone presented improve mechanism to handle emergency number recognition at UI. Although this is late change to release 5 it was agreed in principle. Vodafone was asked to update the CRs for both Rel5 and 6 for closing plenary.
