Executive Summary:

1.1 General

The Rome SWG advanced the Push stage 1 TS 22.174 to v1.1.1.1.

Further discussion on the LSs (to SA2 and SA3) that were prepared regarding Push Broker prompted discussion on the concept. The SWG believes that the Push Broker is not a service concept but is concerned with architecture, security and implementation. It was concluded that the Push Broker is not excluded by the current Push stage 1. Based on this, there is no need for the SWG to submit the LSs to SA2 and SA3, and they were withdrawn.

Vodafone may, if they wish, take the Push Broker concept to S2 and the related security issue to S3.

The labelling of the functional box “Push Server” was discussed. While this is a very understandable name for the internet community, it has undesired architectural inferences. The name will be changed to “Push function”, and the text box containing it will be moved so that it is entirely within the “PLMN” network cloud. Brackets will be placed under the entire figure with the legend “Push Service”. 

The requirements of sections 5 and higher were reviewed. Text was added for Subscription section. The subsection on General Privacy Requirements was removed, with some of the text more appropriately placed under “Access Rules”.

“Feature Interactions”  was discussed. Two views were expressed: adding the section (just the heading during Durango) versus not adding the section. AT&T Wireless took an assignment to provide draft text for this section, via email in advance of Beijing SWGs, to allow advance consideration and rapid resolution of the contribution.

The Push stage 1 was advanced to v1.2.0, and a copy with changes accepted is v1.2.1, for use as input to the next Push SWG. The SWG discussed requesting the Plenary to advance the stage 1 to v2.0.0, and this was agreed. The progression of the TS to change control is agreed by the SWG.

No documents were deferred. There were no contributions other than the two draft LSs. There were no use cases of likely security issues submitted…this had been an assignment for four of the companies.

The Push SWG had two one-hour sessions, Monday after the Plenary, and Tuesday at 0800 before the start of other sessions. The discussion recommended that additional time be provided during Beijing, perhaps a half-day or more. The desire is to rapidly complete the Push specification.

The acting chair, George Bumiller, RIM, is secretary of Push SWG and rapporteur of Push stage 1, TS 22.174. A permanent chair for the meeting is still desired.
