	MMS configuration parameter requirements clarified. The possibility of storing the configuration information on the ME is documented in 22.140. The new requirement is now believed to be in line with what is actually achievable. 


	
	

	Summary of change:
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	It has been the understanding of SA1 that it is possible to store parameters to both ME and USIM (but not to SIM). The connectivity parameters of one set of MMS information parameters on the USIM should not be modifiable.

Storage of configuration information in the USIM

It shall be possible for the user to store a number of sets of MMS configuration information to allow access to MMS services. In order to use MMS at least one configuration set must exist. It shall be possible to store the configuration information sets on both the USIM (preferentially) and the ME . 

The availability of MMS services is indicated by the presence of corresponding data fields in USIM.

It shall be possible to store one set of connectivity configuration parameter set USIM , which may or may not be altered by the user. 

If more than one set of configuration information is present, it shall be possible for the user to select which set is used. If the user has not selected any of the configuration information sets, then any of the valid configuration sets is used. 
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
