1. Overall Description:

SA1 has recently approved a change request to 22.140 both for Rel-4 and Rel-5 that clarify the viewpoint of SA1 with regards to the storage of MMS configuration parameters. 

The full inserted text in section 5.1 is attached below.

Storage of configuration information

It shall be possible for the user to store a number of sets of MMS configuration information to allow access to MMS services. It shall be possible to store the configuration information sets on both the USIM (preferentially) and the ME. 

In order to use MMS at least one configuration set must exist.

The availability of MMS services is indicated by the presence of corresponding datafields in the USIM.

The USIM shall contain one set of connectivity configuration parameters, which may or may not be altered by the user

If more than one set of configuration information is present, it shall be possible for the user to select which set is used. If the user has not selected any of the configuration information sets, then one of the predefined sets is used. 

2. Actions:

ACTION: 
SA1 would like T3 to confirm if it is possible to lock only the connectivity configuration parameters of the configuration information, and that those connectivity configuration parameters are not shared among different profiles. In which case SA1 will modify the text in 22.140 to indicate that the connectivity configuration parameters may not be altered by the user which was the original intention.
