Document S1-030719 XE "S1-030719"  contained a list of liaison statements to SA1 in Sophia Antipolis and proposed disposition. The document and the proposed dispositions were approved with the following exceptions.

Document S1-030675 XE "S1-030675"  contained a liaison statement from ETSI SCP thanking 3GPP SA1 for their reply LS (S1-030258) on the UICC temperature ranges. In evaluating this proposal, SCP Working Group 1 is going to consider the input provided by SA1.

Card and semiconductor manufacturers have been asked to examine the consequences of an extended temperature range on plastics and semiconductors regarding topics such as lifetime, quality (data retention), yield and costs.

The addressed committees will keep SA1 informed of the evaluations within the SCP. The document was noted.

Document S1-030686 XE "S1-030686"  contained a liaison statement on Charging Requirements on MNP for Pre-paid Subscribers. This is in response to the SA1 liaison statement in S1-030572 on the same subject and which contained some CRs being proposed to 22.066 and 22.115. In the liaison statement, CN4 had revised the CRs and is asking SA XE "SA"  and SA1 to approve them.

Support was given to this by a liaison statement from CN in document S1-030659 XE "S1-030659" . In the event, SA XE "SA"  approved all the CRs in lieu of those provided by SA1 and so the subject has been concluded. The liaison statements were noted.

Document S1-030672 XE "S1-030672"  contained a liaison statement on Roaming Awareness. It was indicated that this meets the requirements that SA1 already has and so it was noted.

Document S1-030669 XE "S1-030669"  contained a liaison statement on a reliable transport.  SA4 is asking SA1 to provide information and examples of the intended use cases for reliable transport and inform SA4 as to whether reliable delivery of live content should be supported. A proposed response was provided in document S1-030717 XE "S1-030717"  in which SA1 is asking for SA4 to provide technical information concerning reliable transport solutions for live sources and the appropriate network conditions.
SA1 understands that in some network conditions, SA4 considers use cases when live sources can be delivered and play back continually without visual and time degradation. Even if SA1 considers that the Reliable Transport mechanism shall work in any network conditions, SA1 would like SA4 to provide more information on the technical solutions that can be envisioned. This may help SA1 to define more appropriate requirements that enlarge the set of possible scenario.

The CR was provided in document S1-030797 XE "S1-030797"  to clarify requirement on reliable delivery mechanism. In it the term “live” and “not live” is used. It was indicated that whenever streaming is used, there is some buffering in which case the transfer is not live as indicated in this CR. 

Document S1-030797 XE "S1-030797"  was revised to S1-030833 XE "S1-030833"  and S1-030717 XE "S1-030717"  was revised to S1-030834 XE "S1-030834" . The CR in S1-030833 was revised to S1-030963 XE "S1-030963"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 12. It was reported that with the changes in S1-030833 the liaison statement is valid. It was reviewed in the meeting and there was a minor change and it was reissued as S1-030834 and it was approved to send this liaison statement. 

Document S1-030670 XE "S1-030670"  contained a liaison statement from SA4 on on Implications of Content Cache Language in TS 22.233. There has not been any work done in SA4 and it is not clear what is expected. In addition the text in 22.233 would cause too much work in SA4 in the Rel-6 timeframe. Document S1-030750 XE "S1-030750"  contained a discussion of requirements for CAMEL support with SCUDIF. This is to explain the liaison statement in document S1-030685 XE "S1-030685" . In the liaison statement CN4 are asking SA1 to clarify the Requirements for CAMEL support with SCUDIF service. Document S1-030750 clarifies the requirements for CAMEL support with SCUDIF as they currently exist within the 3GPP Release 5 22-series specifications. In addition, this contribution also provides justification for the applicability of CAMEL procedures to the SCUDIF functionality.  It was proposed that a response to an LS received from CN4 within S1-030685 be drafted based on the content of this contribution. 

In the liaison statement it is proposed that CN4 and other related CN working groups (i.e. CN2 XE "CN2"  & CN3 XE "CN3" ) be informed that the existing requirements for Release 5 specify support of CAMEL with SCUDIF, and that there is value in the interaction between these two functionalities.
SCUDIF is a feature to request the setup of a call with two basic services, speech and basic multimedia. If the call cannot be set up with both, the call can fall back to one or the other. It was considered that it is good to have CAMEL for SCUDIF. 
In the event, the document indicates that the requirements are clear and that CN4 should get on with the work. It was commented that there is some disagreement with some of the reasoning in the document, but that the conculsion could be agreed. 

So, document S1-030784 XE "S1-030784"  contained a proposed liaison statement in reply. In the liaison statement SA1 is requesting  CN2 XE "CN2"  and CN4 group to standardise, in Rel-5, CAMEL interactions with SCUDIF such that CAMEL subscribers can originate and receive SCUDIF calls and still use their CAMEL services as ususal. If, however, the CAMEL interactions with SCUDIF can not be standardised in Rel-5 as stated above, then it is requested that a limited behaviour is standardised in Rel-5, such that a SCUDIF call to or from a CAMEL subscriber would fall back to a single service call. The CAMEL services would then be applied to this single service call as usual.

There was a comment that the last paragraph is probably dangerous, since the requirements have been in for some time and CN4 have missed them. By leaving the paragraph in would allow CN4 a way out.
The liaison statement was revised to S1-030836 XE "S1-030836" . It was asked to change the liaison statement such that SA4 should provide some feedback to SA1 on the progress of this work for Rel-5. It was revised to S1-030964 XE "S1-030964"  and it was approved to send this liaison statement.

The CR in S1-030786 XE "S1-030786"  was provided if CAMEL interactions with SCUDIF could not be put into Rel-5. This would not be known until CN4 can answer the liaison statement. In the meantime, document S1-030786 was postponed until the next meeting.

Document S1-030678 XE "S1-030678"  contained a liaison statement on cleanup of SAT/USAT requirements 3GPP TS 22.038 and is a response to a liaison statement from SCAG in which SA1 is copied. SWG T3 XE "T3"  agrees with SCAG that if the user is able to activate or deactivate the execution environment it may have serious service-affecting consequences. It was noted since this was dealt with at the last meeting and a CR proposed by T3 based on SA1 input was approved at SA XE "SA"  #20.

Document S1-030826 XE "S1-030826"  contained the original liaison statement from SCAG. It was noted.

Document S1-030698 XE "S1-030698"  contained a liaison statement on Frames WI Description. This WI deals with display management by toolkit applications and in particular about dividing the mobile device’s screen into several regions called “frames”. Using these frames, information can be presented in a more flexible and useful fashion, with the screen’s size of the coming handsets is increasing.

SCP-WG3 is asking SA1 to confirm that the actual Data Presentation requirement is sufficient for the frame feature. If SA1 think that the actual Data Presentation requirement does not apply, or some requirements are missing or unclear, SCP-WG3 is asking SA1 inform them so a requirement proposal can be made.

It was asked how the frames, the size and position, relate to scalability of the screen and it was clarified that the frames are dynamically calculating the display size and that it scalability of the screen is covered. It was indicated that this kind of display technique should be up to the implementation of the browser in the ME, but it was stated that toolkit applications on the card are independent of the browser implemented in the ME and that toolkit also need to facilitate the possibilities of the display. The reason the request comes from SCP is because T3 XE "T3"  have concluded that this feature is generic and therefore is to be dealt with in SCP. This allows other mobile platforms to use the feature as well.

There was some concern over this, as traditionally the MMI has not been specified in GSM or 3GPP. Therefore, it was asked if it needs to be discussed in SA1. It was suggested to send a liaison statement back indicating that the requirements of “7.1” are adequate for this feature. Also, it was suggested that the SCP can continue with the work, but that this is not an issue for SA1 for the moment. 

The response was provided in document S1-030837 XE "S1-030837" . It was revised to S1-030978 XE "S1-030978"  and it was approved to send this liaison statement.

Document S1-030679 XE "S1-030679"  contained a liaison statement on support of GSM SIM files (and services) on the USIM. As a result of the decision of plenary #19 where it was mandated that a Release 5 GERAN-only MT supports the USIM from Rel-5 and onwards, all legacy SIM files have to be supported in the USIM in order to provide service transparency across releases and technologies.  CRs drafted by T3 XE "T3" #26 removing files relating to SoLSA were rejected as a result.  

It was indicated that T3 XE "T3"  will prepare a CR or CRs to TS 31.102 fulfilling the action, however before being able to implement the request fully, the group is seeking guidance on the following questions:

What is meant by, and which GSM services and features should be migrated to the USIM?

2
Shall the features and services be incorporated in Rel-5 only?

3
Shall the features and services be incorporated in earlier releases of TS 31.102?

4
Shall the features and services incorporated in later releases of TS 31.102?

5
T3 XE "T3"  could see potential impact on service requirement specifications from introducing GSM "legacy" features, e.g. SoLSA.

It was clarified that the decision was taken in SA XE "SA"  #19.

This was discussed in T, which gave an action to T3 XE "T3"  to compare the file system and identify the files that are different in the SIM and USIM; in particular, to identify the files that are in the SIM and not the USIM. Then T3 should report back to T #21. 

The chairman requested that someone volunteer to write a list of features that exist in the SIM.. It was decided that a liaison statement should be written indicating that, in principle, SA1 would like all the services and features of the SIM in the USIM, but that it would be helpful to have a list of diverging files and services allowing SA1 to identify which particular service or feature should be supported. A response to this affect was provided in document S1-030838 XE "S1-030838" . It was revised to S1-030977 XE "S1-030977"  and it was approved to send this liaison statement.

Document S1-030676 XE "S1-030676"  contained a liaison statement on video telephony. With the launch of 3G networks, operators have identified a service requirement to charge according to the actual service invoked for CS interconnection. This requirement covers in particular CS based video telephony which is one of the launch services in most emerging R99 compliant networks. 

SERG understands the current charging architecture standardised by 3GPP does not currently support the identification of user rate and user protocol at the interconnection point for charging purposes and is asking for an assessment of the feasibility to implement this as soon as possible. 

It was clarified that it is not possible to identify the bearer captured and what it is being used for. One way to do this would be to identify the user rate and user protocol so that e.g. the identification of CS video telephony at the interconnection point for charging purposes becomes possible.

It was agreed to create a CR in line with the wording in the liaison statement. The CR was provided in document S1-030839 XE "S1-030839"  and a reply to SERG was provided in S1-030840 XE "S1-030840" . The liaison statement was revised to S1-030979 XE "S1-030979"  and it was approved to be sent. 

In the CR in S1-030839 XE "S1-030839"  it is identified there is no requirement specified for the determination of user data  and user protocols over CS interconnection circuits, thus preventing  identification and differential charging for multi-media services e.g. video-telephony. It was noticed that there needs to be a Rel-6 corresponding CR for this. Also, it is not appropriate to have a B category for a frozen release.

There was no indication of the release in the SerG liaison statement. It was revised to S1-030959 XE "S1-030959"  for Rel-6 and then to S1-030976 XE "S1-030976" . It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 015.

Document S1-030720 XE "S1-030720"  contained 3GPP Dependencies on OMA Deliverables. The chairman asked delegates to identify any errors or additions in the table. There will be a workshop on the 15th August where this table may be provided. It was asked if there is any overlap with OMA on IMS. The answer is no, as far as is known currently. It was also commented that there could be some overlaps on privacy and UEM (for T3 XE "T3"  and SA5). It was clarified that OMA are working on topics that could overlap with 3GPP work, but that these potential overlaps are only included to the list if it was identified, and concluded, that the 3GPP work relies on the output of the OMA work. The document was noted.

Document S1-030655 XE "S1-030655"  contained a liaison statement from CN1 XE "CN1"  on Network Sharing Requirements for Rel-6. CN1 have started work on Network Sharing and have made some working assumptions. The reply was provided in draft form. 

There was a comment about the liaison statement from CN1 XE "CN1"  in that there will be a single Network Mode of Operation (NMO) for all UEs accessing the shared AN area. This is probably not a correct assumption, but is too technical for SA1. A liaison statement from SA2 XE "SA2"  is expected.

It was commented that SA1 put the requirements and some of the working assumptions imply a solution that may fulfil all the requirements. It was decided to ask SA2 XE "SA2"  to check that all network sharing requirements are fulfilled. It was revised on line and provided in document S1-030858 XE "S1-030858" . It was approved to be sent.

Document S1-030781 XE "S1-030781"  contained a discussion document on the minimum number of shared network domain identities in shared networks. From theoretical perspective the number of different shared network domains seems to increase significantly when the number of sharing partners increases. However, it is important to note that a large number of different combinations is not feasible from O&M point of view; i.e. the burden to maintain such a complicated network configuration is clearly not feasible. Another issue is that there would be a huge amount of different kind of sharing agreements and their handling would become a tedious task. It is anticipated that in practical scenarios the required number of shared network domains would likely remain somewhere in the range of 2-10.

The document is proposing that a decision is made on minimum number of shared network configurations a shared network should support. With this done, SA2 XE "SA2" , RAN2 XE "RAN2" , GERAN2, and CN1 XE "CN1"  (as cc) should be informed about SA1 decision.

It was questioned if this should be minimum or maximum. This needed some thought, but there needs to be a minimum number of relevant network configurations. The number range given is 1-10 would appear to be relevant and it was suggested a liaison statement be sent to SA2 XE "SA2"  to inform them. The liaison statement was provided in S1-030859 XE "S1-030859"  (this was revised; see below). 

Document S1-030782 XE "S1-030782"  contained a document on the minimum number core network operators in shared networks and their identification. The document proposes that a decision is made on how many operators a shared network shall support at minimum in terms operator identities visible to the end users. Also decision should be made on the identification of the CN operator, i.e. is MNC sufficient with the MCC of the shared RAN operator sufficient to identify a CN operator. GERAN2 and RAN2 XE "RAN2"  should be informed by sending a LS clarifying the SA1 requirements.

Document S1-030727 XE "S1-030727"  contained a CAMEL CR to 22.078 on criteria for 'change of position' procedures. Currently, if the associated DPs are armed, the CAMEL "Change of position" procedures for mobile originating/terminating subscribers report handover events unconditionally. Therefore, the criteria of the location information to be reported to the CSE has been added. It was commented that this CR is not quite complete. However, it was decided to accept this CR as it is and then have another CR at the next meeting. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 160.

Document S1-030822 XE "S1-030822"  contained a CAMEL CR to 22.078 with an alignment of stage 1 with stage 2 and stage 3. The CR corrects a multitude of errors in TS 22.078. Most error corrections are alignment of the stage 1 with the stage 2 (TS 23.078) and stage 3 (TS 29.078) (a revision of 744). It was commented that this CR has been seen on the CN4 mailing list. Document S1-030729 XE "S1-030729"  contained a CR to 22.016 on additional use of IMEISV for early UE handling. The IMEI and UE’s software version number (SVN) are used for the identification of the terminal’s capabilities. This additional usage needs to be added to the Stage 1 IMEI specification. 

It was asked if this was a solution that was rejected in SA XE "SA"  #19 in Birmingham. The answer was that it was the bitmap solution that was chosen, similar to this one. Nonetheless, it was indicated that this is not the way to go as per some discussions on the SA1 email reflector. This is a very broad brush to solve the problem. GUP is the way to solve the problem in Rel-6, but it is not really appropriate for Rel-5. It was explained that this is a mechnism that uses information that is available now. 

It turns out that 23.195 does actually allow for the the collection of IMEI and SV but not what to do with this. However, it was commented that this CR is supposed to be an alignment with the stage 2 and this CR does not align the stage 1 with the stage 2. 

A revision was provided in document S1-030860 XE "S1-030860" . There was still some opposition, strangely enough from operators. The text does not actually indicate the requirement at this stage. The discussion went round in circles so much that the secretary got dizzy. It was revised to S1-030961 XE "S1-030961" . For the second time in this meeting, it was asked why a definition from SA2 XE "SA2"  specifications are being used in SA1 documents. It was proposed to wait until SA2 asks SA1 to do something. It was not agreed. 

Document S1-030743 XE "S1-030743"  contained a CR to allow dynamic IMSIs with regard to personalised USIM applications. The document was noted and will be sent to SA3 XE "SA3"  to address security concerns raised over email.

Document S1-030749 XE "S1-030749"  contained a CR to 22.101 on Automatic Device Configuration. It is proposed to introduce mechanisms to enable an Automatic Device Configuration (ADC) to increase the possibility for take-off of new services. This would be achieved by informing the home environment of the terminal type and the software version of the UE used by any specific user, and it would enable out-of-the-box operation for all terminals by avoiding the need for end users to ask for a configuration, by avoiding the need to rely on factory-configuration settings only and by the ability to handle both old and new terminals.
It was indicated that the requirement is the Automatic Device Configuration and not the mechanism. It was answered that the point of this CR is to trigger the provision of the IMEI SW earlier as the mobile/network exchange does not provide the new SV early enough. This is not a full solution, but a start to allow the network to be aware of a new mobile configuration.

Further more, if the mobile is lent to someone else then the mobile could be reconfigured and not be reconfigured back if the lendee’s network does not support it. The relationship between the subscriber and mobile needs to be handled carefully.

Another comment was that this is similar to the discussions held in the Birmingham SA XE "SA"  (#19) on which there was no solution. It was commented that this CR does not mention IMEI. In either case, it was decided to revise the CR. The revision was provided in document S1-030861 XE "S1-030861" . It was noted that one comment that was received was not reflected. It was answered that this was not put in since it would appear to be an implementation issue. It was also commented that there is some work ongoing in SA2 XE "SA2"  which could be related to this. Also, it was stated that this notwithstanding, it is not clear what is intended by this work. The wording is not clear even thought the principle was supported. Perhaps if use cases were provided, the aim of this feature would be more clear. It was not agreed and Ericsson were invited to contribute some more. 

Document S1-030759 XE "S1-030759"  contained a CR on WCDMA - GSM Roaming restrictions. With the current specifications it is possible to use the Regional Subscription data to restrict a subscriber’s access to selected Location/Registration Areas. The Regional Subscription data can be thought of as primarily intended to be used for geographical limitations, but there is, in principle, nothing stopping it’s use also for other purposes; e.g., to limit a subscriber’s access to Location/Registration Areas where the network operator has chosen to use only certain radio access technologies, like GERAN or UTRAN. In this way the Regional Subscription data could be used to limit a subscriber’s access to a certain radio access technology. 

However, trying to combine both a geographical and a radio access technology based limitation in one and the same subscription data parameter could lead to a very complex administrative task, both to fill in the subscription data and to decide how the parameter values should be translated into allowed/forbidden Location/Registration Areas.  It was therefore proposed to introduce a new, separate subscription data parameter with the intention of being used to indicate a separate “dimension”, e.g., radio access technology, of restricting a subscriber’s access to Location/Registration Areas.

It was commented that this was objected to in SA XE "SA"  and this is a revision of that CR. It was asked how the parameter in the HLR would be populated. It was answered that the operator would do this. There was some support from operators for this, but the wording is slightly off. There was a comment that the requirement needs to be put into the CR and not what appears to be a solution. Also, there was some confusion on how this is used.

It was revised to S1-030890 XE "S1-030890" . There was still some hesitation on this issue. There is some sympathy for a switch to limit access, but this has been frowned-upon but the chairman of SA XE "SA" . It was not agreed.

Document S1-030771 XE "S1-030771"  contained a discussion document on Cell Broadcast Data Download support in UMTS networks. The Cell Broadcast Data Download is a service available in the SIM to download cell broadcast messages to the SIM and allow SIM Toolkit  applications to process and use them. 

It would appear that CB Data Download is defined only for GSM networks and a LS (S1-030319) was sent from 3GPP T3 XE "T3"  to 3GPP T2 XE "T2"  and 3GPP SA1 to raise issues about the definition of the UICC Cell Broadcast Data Download mechanism. Simply using in 3G networks the same mechanism used in 2G networks is not possible due to different structure of CB messages between 2G and 3G networks. A Reply LS (S1-030463) was sent from 3GPP SA1 to 3GPP T3 and 3GPP T2. It was decided by 3GPP SA1 that there is currently “no need for Cell Broadcast Data Download when connecting to a 3GPP network”.

This document suggests to modify TS 22.038 to include support of Cell Broadcast Data Download in UMTS networks as well, and to ask 3GPP T3 XE "T3"  and/or 3GPP T2 XE "T2"  to make the required adaptations in their specifications to allow implementation of this capability.

The chairman of T2 XE "T2"  has indicated that Cell Broadcast is not implementable for 3G and a joint meeting has been held between T2 and T3 XE "T3"  on this. Resulting from this, it was stated that due to the nature of the potential size of the message, the work of allowing this on the USIM would be quite large. However, there was some support from operators on this despite the work involved; at least T3 should have a look at it and estimate the amount of work. 

There was a comment that some service continuity would be useful between GSM and 3G, but this was countered with the statement that MBMS was supposed to replace CB. 

There was a proposal for SA1 to change its mind and indicate to T3 XE "T3"  that now SA1 would like this. Furthermore, there was a comment that due to the amount of work, this should be done as a separate work item and that RAN should be involved. Also, the purpose of CB in 3G should be made clear. This way forward and the principle to support the idea and the inclusion of the feature was agreed.

It was decided that a WID should be written and this could be sent to the other groups in a liaison statement (to allow CB in UTRAN and the USIM). The WI was provided in document S1-030891 XE "S1-030891"  and the liaison statement was provided in S1-030892 XE "S1-030892" . It was commented that the WI does not appear to be of any use. 

On document S1-030892 XE "S1-030892" , which contained the liaison statement to T2 XE "T2"  and T3 XE "T3"  asking what work is involved in CB Data Download with UMTS. The question is if there is a service requirement for this and it would be better to have some indication as to use cases for this. There was some disappointment that the meeting got so close to agreement to be torpedoed at the end. The WI and the liaison statement were noted in light of Broadcast Mode of MBMS.

Document S1-030801 XE "S1-030801"  contained a CR to 22.129 on Directed retry for UDI64. GERAN does not support a UDI 64 kbit/s bearer service. A UE that is camping on a GERAN cell but is also within UTRAN coverage can not set up a CS multimedia service using such a UDI 64 kbit/s bearer even if this is supported in UTRAN. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR number 028. After the event, however, it was revised to S1-030940 XE "S1-030940" . It was put on email approval to start on the 11th August 2003.

Document S1-030928 XE "S1-030928"  contained a liaison statement on Security issues regarding multiple PDP contexts in GPRS. SA2 XE "SA2"  is asking SA1 to consider this security issue highlighted in the attached documents and to consider what is required from a service perspective. Specifically, SA2 is asking SA1 to consider the service implications of limiting simultaneous PDP contexts or simultaneous network connections (e.g. CS, WLAN and GPRS).

It was commented that there has been some discussion on whether the network or terminal should affect the control. Moreover, we are being asked to consider the security issue, but SA1 is not really the group to do this. It should be noted that SA2 XE "SA2"  are asking in particular about the service implications if there is a PDP context with two company corporate networks.

Another comment is that there is a need for simultaneous PDP contexts security or not. However, what is needed is to look at the trade-off. But this is a service requirement and the issue being brought up by SA2 XE "SA2"  has no relevance in SA1; the requirements stand.

A draft response was provided to the meeting in document S1-030951 XE "S1-030951" . It was revised to S1-030958 XE "S1-030958"  and it was approved to send this liaison statement. 

Document S1-030793 XE "S1-030793"  contained a CR to 22.243 on reconstructed speech as an output mechanism. A counter-proposal was provided in document S1-030939 XE "S1-030939" . The CRs are in response to the CR that was sent back from SA XE "SA" . The text in the reason for change is slightly long in the Nokia CR, but maybe so is the Motorola version. Also, some amalgamation of the text of the change could be done. A point was made that the quality of the speech is relevant; one proposal indicates that the speech should be intelligible rather than to be able to identify the speaker. This was countered with the statement that the real criteria is intelligibility. Another comment was that speech recognition was not intended to be an authentication mechanism and so again itelligibility is the key, not user recognition (even though one user case mentions it, assuming the use cases in S1-030793 are adopted). 

There was as short discussion regarding whether the decision should be taken here or in SA4. It was commented that speech recognition is a user experience and thus comes under the SA1 remit.
Back to quality, it was indicated that SA4 is handling the issue of quality and that the intention now should be inteligibility. An operator indicated that, in MBMS, the quality was not communicated to SA4 at which point SA4 stated they could not do the work. So, some indication of the quality needs to be communicated to SA4. The operators then took turns beating each other up while the manufacturers took a rest. So did the secretary.

There was a proprosal to have the CR indicate that reconstructed speech should be supported with no mention of anything else. It was decided to follow this and then discuss the quality later. 

The revised CR 006r2 was provided in document S1-030953 XE "S1-030953" . There were some comments on the front sheet in that there are no use cases identified yet, or at least not recorded ones. The front sheet was changed. On the last bullet, it was requested to have regurgitated speech on the server side only. It was revised to S1-030974 XE "S1-030974"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 007 (license to thrill). Motorola still had some reservations on the CR and stated that they may wish to raise again at SA.

Document S1-030656 XE "S1-030656"  contained a reply LS on R99 and later emergency calls when attached to data only network. It was commented that we need to go through the documents, agree on basic facts, decide on what is required and agree on how to go forward. 

It was decided look at all the documents.

Document S1-030748 XE "S1-030748"  contained a Discussion on 'Support of emergency calls when attached to data only network'. The document tries to provide the high level requirements. It was clarified that the responsibility of the operator to fulfill the regulatory requirements. However, it was also clarified that if the network supports voice calls, then emergency calls should be supported. How it is done is largely up to the operator and the standard should not preclude options to the operator.

A proposed CR was provided in document S1-030765 XE "S1-030765" . This is a revision of the CR that was provided in SA XE "SA"  and which was sent back. The changes are designed to implement the principles, but based on the discussion on S1-030748 XE "S1-030748" , the CR was edited. The chairman requested that the document be taken out of the meeting together with document S1-030733 XE "S1-030733" . The revision was provided in document S1-030952 XE "S1-030952" .

Document S1-030791 XE "S1-030791"  contained a CR to 22.101 on emergency calls in case of no service. Identification of valid emergency numbers in cases where SIM/USIM is present, but there is no service, is not properly covered in TS 22.101. Therefore, the rules concerning identification of valid emergency numbers are slightly modified to cover also cases where there is no service. As a result few more numbers can be identified as emergency numbers in situations where there is no risk of conflict with regular service numbers. Also one additional clarifying note is added. It was further clarified for one of the given cases when normal call set-up is not possible is that the file EFECC on the SIM/USIM is also available to the ME if the PIN was NOT entered.

It was noted that the explanation in the front sheet indicates that this is not possible right now. The point is that emergency calls are very important and this would complicate the service. The answer was that this was intended to clarify what was done before to this section. There were also concerns with some of the terms used. There was no agreement on this for the time being.

The conclusion during coffee break was that it would be best to return to this at the next meeting. It was requested that the delegates provide comments over email. It was postponed. It may appear on email approval.

Document S1-030681 XE "S1-030681"  contained a response liaison statement on (U)SIM Toolkit originated emergency calls. In it, T3 XE "T3"  indicate that there are some existing R99 toolkit applications on the field that use toolkit originated emergency call and so it could be useful from Rel-6 onwards. However, if SA1 forbids the support (U)SIM Toolkit origination of emergency calls for Rel-6 onwards, it would be better to state explicitly this requirement in the toolkit stage 1 specification, i.e. TS 22.038. There is another case also.

It was clarified that when changes were made to 22.101 (and probably 22.038) these were not communicated to T3 XE "T3"  and so the USAT specifications were not updated. It has been implemented and live for about eight years and so to forbid it now could cause problems.

There are two issues; to ability to have the USAT set up emergency calls and the issue of number translation and call control. It was proposed to indicate yes to point 1 and point 3.

A liaison statement back was provided in document S1-030954 XE "S1-030954" . It was revised slightly to S1-030973 XE "S1-030973"  and it was approved to send this liaison statement.

Document S1-030684 XE "S1-030684"  contained a liaison statement on Use of E164 numbers for emerging mobile systems. It was copied to SA1 and there is no action on SA1. It was noted.

Document S1-030790 XE "S1-030790"  (wrong number indicated in the document header) contained a CR to 22.101 on the use of SIM/USIM emergency number lists. In R99 the logic of SIM/USIM emergency numbers was changed from having only additional numbers on the list to having a complete list of emergency numbers.  This complete list overrides emergency numbers stored in the ME. There is, however, a problem in implementing these requirements since the ME is not able to determine the release of the SIM/USIM and thereby whether the intention of the operator was to include complete list of emergency numbers or only a list of additional emergency numbers.

It was commented that this is a late document and the delegate’s home company is all on holiday. It was answered that factories are not on holiday and more legacy mobiles are being produced. Another comment is that several years have passed and this has been implemented. Unless there is a real issue regarding the a system error, then this is a late document for the release and not only the meeting.

The way forward could be to provide the same presentation to SA XE "SA"  and ask for guidance. Alignment is not really enough if an impact is required. It was suggested to ask the contributor to take this to SA #21 with the endorsement of SA1. This was agreed.

The first sentence implies that no interaction with a network may be necessary (i.e. fully autonomous, to obtain a location estimate) whilst the following sentence states that a single interaction is necessary. It is assumed that the fully autonomous case is outside the scope of 3GPP (e.g. non-assisted GPS, as no interaction with the network is required within the LCS architecture) and therefore this conflicting sentence should be deleted.

It was commented that the CR is a little misleading since it is indicated that there are three items in the list and there are four bullets. There was also some concern on the change of the names since the stage 2 and stage 3 already use the terms. It was decided to leave the list as three classes and put the last one as a note. It was decided to put the category as C rather than category as D.  It was revised to S1-030946 XE "S1-030946"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 057.

Document S1-030917 XE "S1-030917"  contained a CR to 22.071 on Introduction of LCS QoS Classes. Currently any location estimate that does not satisfy the QoS requested in an original location request is discarded. The assumption is that in some cases that a location estimate even if it does not satisfy the QoS requirement is better than having no location estimate at all. 

It was commented that, whilst there is support for the QoS Classes, there was some concern over the term of “best effort”, since LCS is always best effort. Also, for this to work properly, the QoS information needs to be available across all interfaces. Therefore the another statement needs to added to identify this; particularly in light of a alleged deadline for new WIs of September. It was answered that this CR breaks down the QoS into two levels; at the moment, the answer back from the network is yes or no and not a best effort. On the second point, it was answered that the stage 2 and stage 3 should take care of this. Moreover, it was asked to define QoS in this TS as LCS QoS as it is has a particular meaning in LCS.

Finally, it was decided to delete the added and then deleted text. It was revised to S1-030948 XE "S1-030948"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 059.

Document S1-030918 XE "S1-030918"  contained a CR to 22.071 on requirement of authentication to the Target UE user. When the Target UE user initiates an operation to modify his LCS subscriber information, or query/cancel the ongoing LCS requests at any time, according to the current specification, there is no corresponding mechanism to check the validitiy of the Target UE user, in this case, the user LCS data and the LCS requests is not safe. It was revised to S1-030947 XE "S1-030947"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 058.

Document S1-030628 XE "S1-030628"  should have contained a reply to LS (S103604) from SerG (cc: T2 XE "T2" ). It was missing in action; possibly introduced by aliens who then bottled-out when confronted by SA1 (we have this effect on on aliens). It was withdrawn.

Introduction of Hyperlinks into MMS.

Work on the conditional delivery in MMS is ongoing, and has not yet been resolved. 

-
The meeting requested that 2 sessions for the Messaging SWG be scheduled for SA1#22 with the final sessions separated to allow over night drafting of documents.

-
The chairman thanks the hosts for the excellent meeting facilities and the sunny weather.

The status of the documents handled in the SWG is per in the table above.

Document S1-030889 XE "S1-030889"  contained a liaison statement on Delivery Reports. There were some minor corrections and it was revised to S1-030949 XE "S1-030949"  and it was approved to send this liaison statement. 

Document S1-030922 XE "S1-030922"  contained a liaison statement on MMS as a Bearer for USAT. The group agreed that the principle requirement is to provide a higher bandwidth channel to USAT, than that currently provided by SMS. MMS had been proposed on the basis that it was expected to be widely available on most, if not all, UEs. The meeting was informed that other solutions exist. It was agreed that it was not the job of SA1 to select the solution, to meet this requirement. SA1 note that TSG T has already liased to SA2 XE "SA2" , T2 XE "T2"  and T3 XE "T3"  to evaluate the most appropriate technical solution. 

It was asked what the way forward is. It was answered that the requirement for a high bandwidth is not in the stage1 and once the decision is made in T, then it will be re-introduced. It was approved to send this liaison statement. 

Document S1-030883 XE "S1-030883"  contained a CR to 22.140 on MMS Message with Hyperlinks. Currently there is no requirement defined to transfer hyperlinks using multimedia messages. High potential is seen mainly for two reasons. First the user is well experienced by using links for mobile internet access with advanced terminal capabilities recently emerging on the market. Second a hyperlink may reference to further mobile services e.g. mobile office, organizer, streaming and SIP addresses which lead to increased user convenience for further upcoming Rel.6 services.  It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 035.

Document S1-030923 XE "S1-030923"  contained a CR to 22.140 Rel-6 on MMS storage in the USIM. Some operators are very aware they could benefit from using USIM storage capacity to store MM and/or elements of it and this CR introduces the possibility for the operator and the end user to store and use multimedia messages and/or elements of them on the USIM. It was asked if this CR is implementable and that there were some actions from SA XE "SA"  and it was asked if the actions are fulfilled. 

On the first point, it was reported that input was received from all areas, some of it conflicting. It was discussed at length in the SWG and does not need to be discussed once again in plenary. In the end, the requirement is there and supported and should be put into the CR. Regarding the second point, it was indicated that this has been seen in SA XE "SA"  and was sent back to SA1 for more work; the comment was that this would appear to be the same CR. It was answered that since SA, however, inputs from SCAG and SCP has been received indicating that the concerns of SA are no longer there. 

It was indicated that the requirements really need to be specified more clearly with perhaps some indication of the number of messages to be stored. The chairman indicated that this is an implementation issue and the feasibility or not of this should not be the concern of SA1. It was further commented that this is not intended to be a large storage facility and as the technology improves, then the specifications will need to be updated in the future. 

SA1 concluded that the SA XE "SA"  concerns have been sufficiently addressed and that the requested work on the subject was carried out by all involved groups/parties. Nokia concerns regarding the memory restriction and the proposal to add some minimum number of storage capacity were not seen as reasonable as there are no such limitations and requirements on the ME in the specification. It was further stated that such a limit would imply changes to the specs in case of evolution of technology. Nokia concerns are that the user experience might be bad, e.g. in case of error messages if the MM is to be stored on the UICC and the memory of the card is full. The CR was strongly supported by the network operators present at the meeting including Vodafone, TIM, Orange. It was further noted that GSMA SCaG endorsed the inclusion of the requirement. SA1 concluded that sufficient examples of use cases are available - given in the reason for change as well as in various input documents to the meeting. Therefore SA1 concluded that the concerns raised are not to be regarded as substantial issues that need to be resolved when setting the requirement. Furthermore SA1 concluded that the evaluation on the technical feasibility of the set requirement should be left up to the technical committees being the experts in that area and that there is no need to extensively discuss that within SA1.

It was revised in document S1-030950 XE "S1-030950"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 036. Nokia still had a sustained objection to the CR on the grounds of bad user experience. 

Document S1-030887 XE "S1-030887"  contained a CR to 22.038 Rel-6 on MMS support by the USIM Application Toolkit. Since this is related to the previous CR, Nokia indicated the sustained objection to this CR (for the same technical reasons related to the memory storage capabilities of the currently existing cards) also. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 014.

Document S1-030924 XE "S1-030924"  contained a CR to 22.140 on Conditional delivery behaviour. In certain situations the user may want to modify the delivery mechanism according to a set of network, MMS and terminal parameters. This change request introduces a new requirement to allow the user to specify a per message delivery mechanism. The change request also states that the network can set up a default mechanism for the users so in order to improve the MMS experience.

This is something that has been dogging the Messaging SWG for some time and this is an attempt to fix the problem. It has been written by a drafting group and is a new contribution. It was asked if an upper limit on the size of the MM that the user could define, could be added. There were some edits made on the the CR and it was revised to S1-030925 XE "S1-030925" . it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 037.

The Priority Service SWG met during 8-9 July 2003 to progress work on the Priority Service.  The meeting highlights included:

The meeting agreed to S1-030707 XE "S1-030707"  with modifications that contained the agenda for the Priority Service SWG meeting.

The meeting agreed to S1-030708 XE "S1-030708"  that contained the draft of the Priority Service Guide resulting from the SA1#20-SWG meeting.

The meeting agreed to S1-030710 XE "S1-030710"  with modifications on proposed text for Clause 6 (Operations, Administration, Maintenance, and Provisioning) for the Priority Service Guide.

The meeting agreed to S1-030711 XE "S1-030711"  with modifications on proposed text for distinguishing Priority Service users vs. eMLPP users for the Priority Service Guide.

-

Document S1-030935 XE "S1-030935"  contained LS on TR 22.952, Priority Service Guide – request for review and comment. It was approved to be sent.

Document S1-030897 XE "S1-030897"  contained Priority Service Guide v0.6.0 (22.952). It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  as version 1.0.0 in document S1-030941 XE "S1-030941"  with all the speeling mistaks fixed and the change bars accepted (and the issues on the front sheet resulting from S1-030754 XE "S1-030754"  and S1-030756 XE "S1-030756"  added). It was approved to be sent for information to SA #21 in document S1-030968 XE "S1-030968" .

Document S1-030754 XE "S1-030754"  contained  some aspects on Priority Service and eMLPP in public networks. A feasibility study has been done to analyse how this service can best be implemented in 3GPP and the result is shown in the Rel-6 TR 22.950 “Priority Service feasibility study”. This study shows that the Priority Service can be based on the specifications for the existing 3GPP “enhanced Multi‑Level Precedence and Pre‑emption service” (eMLPP, 3GPP TS 22.067), i.e. the eMLPP service can be modified to support also the requirements for the Priority Service. The document makes a number of recommendations:

-
discuss and confirm the possible existence of the eMLPP service in public 3GPP networks. 

-
discuss and agree a requirement that it shall be possible to set up Priority Service calls and eMLPP calls between networks supporting Priority Service and eMLPP respectively, without any reduction of functionality in either of those services. 

-
discuss and agree a requirement that Priority Service subscribers and eMLPP service subscribers shall be able to roam to networks supporting “the other” of those services. 

-
discuss and agree a requirement that the Priority Service shall be specified to be fully backwards compatible with the eMLPP service, i.e. networks supporting the current eMLPP service specifications shall be able to cooperate with networks being updated to support the Priority Service with no reduction of the functionality of the eMLPP service. 

It was asked if this is in the priority guide and be put into the issues section. There were some opposing views as to whether this should be done. It is not clear how the problem should be fixed, however, and this is in the report. Also, the specifications for eMLPP are followed, then the handling of calls is differently (even if you are not an eMLPP subscriber). Operators need to decided if this is something that they want to do. If so, then some solutions need to be found. The opposing view was that this is an implementation issue. The reason this was brought up was because there could be roaming between networks that have eMLPP implemented and those with Priority implemented. 

The operators need to investigate if eMLPP is to be implemented. It is possible for Priority to be re-written to allow for the functionality and it would be useful to know if the operators would like this or not. It was suggested that a liaison statement be written to GSMA SerG and EMTEL. The liaison statement was provided in document S1-030942 XE "S1-030942" . It was revised to S1-030969 XE "S1-030969" . This was passed to email discussion and approval. The SerG meeting is in August 2003 and so email approval needs to be done quickly. It will go on email approval on 21st July for two weeks.

During the meanwhile, it was decided that there is a possibility that there will may be roaming between eMLPP and Priority networks and so some additional works may need to be done. This will be added to Contributions that are expected for the report in document S1-030941 XE "S1-030941" in the next meeting.
Document S1-030756 XE "S1-030756"  contained some interactions between the eMLPP and the Priority Service. There are some interactions between the eMLPP and the Priority Service where the North American Priority Service requirements states a specific handling. In order to limit the number of options in the specifications it would be beneficial to state these as general requirements for the Priority Service. If, however, the same handling is not considered to be appropriate for the Priority Service outside of North America this would have to be stated as North American regional requirements only. The document proposes that the requirement that a Priority Service call attempt overrides any eMLPP priority levels received from eMLPP capable terminals, is specified as a general requirement for the Priority Service.

There were no comments against this proposal, and so it was agreed that the proposal will be followed. An input will be expected at the next meeting to the priority service guide (22.952).

There was a comment to the report regarding document S1-030805 XE "S1-030805" . The point regards the definition of UE in WLAN. The UEs would include the case of a PC+NIC card+ SIM card and network selection mechanism will be implemented by PC client software, which is not specified by 3GPP. The comment was provided in document S1-030914 XE "S1-030914" . The comment was included in a revision of the report that was provided in S1-030916 XE "S1-030916" . It was approved.

Regarding the issue, it was suggested to ask SA XE "SA"  for guidance on what a UE is in the context of WLAN. Nonetheless, the issue needs to be dealt with and that SA needs to be informed at least.

The chairman took the action to ask SA XE "SA"  for guidance.

Document  S1-030716 XE "S1-030716"  contained a CR to 22.934 on deletion of Software SIM concept. A decision taken in the meeting SA1 #21 Seoul is not reflected in the specs. There was a discussion on the possiblity of authentication without the use of SIM/USIM. As no contributions on this issue have been received before the deadline fixed during the SA1 #18 meeting in Pusan, the meeting took the decission that this requirement is only for scenario 1 and out of scope of 3GPP. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 003.
Document S1-030761 XE "S1-030761"  contained a CR to 22.934 on Service Capability Interworking. The TR contains a list of 3GPP services that need to be interworked with.  Many of the service capabilities have no identified use case, which indicates that there is no need to provide interworking to from a WLAN.  Removal of these service capabilities from the list will provide a clear indication of what service capabilities require interworking to be defined. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 004.
Document S1-030899 XE "S1-030899"  contained a CR to 22.041 on to clarify the WLAN access point terminology. ODB provides a level of protection for network operators against fraudulent users and also the capability to selectively bar subscribers from services.  Clause 5.3 has an explanation of the term "access point" for clarification which is incorrect. The  "GGSN or part of the GGSN that is specified by a particular APN" is incorrect as the Stage 2 (TS23.934) defines the Packet Data Gateway as hosting the access point.  The PDG provides the Wi interface which has the same characteristics as the Gi. To provide for the PDG to fulfill its function and to permit ODB the GGSN specific text must be updated. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 010.
Document S1-030901 XE "S1-030901"  contained a CR to 22.041 on ODB in VPLMN for WLAN user. ODB provides a level of protection for network operators against fraudulent users and also the capability to selectively bar subscribers from services. With WLAN interworking being used to access services the same level of control should be made available to the operators for handling subscribers connecting over WLAN. This CR builds on the existing requirements by including the capability to bar subscribers from access to packet oriented services in the VPLMN when connected by I-WLAN and also to bar subscribers from use of access points within the I-WLAN (i.e. WLAN directly internet access). It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 011.
Document S1-030902 XE "S1-030902"  contained a reply LS on ‘Request for Information Regarding WLAN Interworking Impacts to UICC applications’. The liaison statement was revised to S1-030966 XE "S1-030966"  and it was approved to be sent. 

Document S1-030903 XE "S1-030903"  contained a liaison statement  on SMS/MMS Interworking from WLANs. SA1 has done an “about turn” and is now asking SA1 to study the different options for the transport of SMS over I-WLAN, ensuring that SMS subscribers whose capability does not include MMS and/or IMS (SIP) can receive the same SMS service over I-WLAN. There was a comment regarding the third bullet on the priority of doing the work. On the one hand, there was a comment that SA1 should not indicate a priority to SA2 XE "SA2"  and on the other hand, SA2 has asked for some priority. It was clarified that the this is a priority in the SWG of SA2 for WLAN. The revision was provided in document S1-030967 XE "S1-030967"  and it was approved to send this liaison statement.

The MBMS SWG met for 3 quarters on Tuesday 8 July and Wednesday 9 July.  The purpose of the meeting was to progress work on the SA1 part of the WID “Definition of teleservice using Multimedia Broadcast/Multicast Service (MBMS)” (S1-030872 XE "S1-030872" ), the output of which will be a new TS “MBMS Teleservice Requirements”.

-
It was agreed by the group that the definition of a new teleservice has wide ranging impacts an many other specifications and will require more time and work than is necessary in order to fulfil the requirements of the WID, which is to “describe possible application scenarios so that the codecs can be designed…[and] should also provide guidance on quality of service expectations for the benefit of the radio access networks groups”.

-
Consequently it was agreed to change the title of the specification “MBMS Scenarios and Requirements” and a liaison agreed that will be sent to SA4 and SA XE "SA"  informing them of this decision.  An LS will be sent to SA4 informing them of this decision.

Document S1-030875 XE "S1-030875"  contained a reply to LS on Implementability of MBMS Requirements and Architecture, (GP031730). This is a holding reply until more work can be done on the issue. It was asked if it is clear what clip acknowlegement is. It was answered that this means a video clip. Another comment was if “error rates” is the correct term to use or if the term “data rates” should be used. 

This was revised in document S1-030957 XE "S1-030957"  and it was approved to send this liaison statement. The date of the proposed MBMS ad hoc could be added (this was done later). 

Document S1-030876 XE "S1-030876"  contained a draft liaison statement on MBMS Teleservice Requirements. In it, SA1 is asking SA4 to modify the WID in accordance with the modifications in the attachment, and inform the relevant working groups. It was approved to send this liaison statement.

Any Other Business

A presentation was given on the Liberty Alliance; in particular, the work that is ongoing and what the Alliance is.  The motivation of the work is to allow a more feasible access to mobile services (e.g. Internet) since at the moment some 71 clicks are required to enter the service (e.g. Yahoo). A key concept is “Federation” where the user links his accounts with an operator and get access to them with one authentication or “single sign-on”. The process is essentially anonymous in that the operator would act as a mediator between the user and service provider so that the service provider does not know the true identity of the user, but rather a pseudonym. Another elements are global logout and attribute transfer (e.g. location information).

It was asked which impact or interaction the Liberty Alliance has with 3GPP and the following topics were given as examples: subscriber certificate, user profiles, GUP. The 3GPP aim should be to push the Liberty Alliance in order to optimise the 3GPP work affected or utilized by the Alliance.
