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SA1 has created  version 0.1.0 of the TR on a Privacy capability.  In this TR, the term Privacy Information has been used, but the term has not been defined.  The purpose of this contribution is to provide a definition of the term Privacy Information.

The topic of Privacy covers the appropriate handling of 'information' deemed confidential between user and service provider based on user preferences and regulatory policies.

This information will be related to a user and should be considered unique to that user.  These characteristics alone ensure that the information would provide a piece of a jigsaw which as it completes would offer the ability to identify a specific end-user and her preferences.

This confidential information could include some of the following data:

· Location information – current Cell_ID, region

· Presence information – presentity's presence information (both number of attributes and their values)

· MBMS Services subscribed –type of content, preferences

· ………
This information can be classified as Privacy information as it can be reasonably expected that the user may wish to restrict the disclosure of the information. this information should be under the control of the wishes of the end-user.  As such it would seem prudent to create an acceptable generic term to cover this information for future documentation.

In summary, Privacy information can be classed as that information which can be used to identify an end-user or that information which can be associated with one identified end-user.

Proposal

The addition of a definition and abbreviation to the clause 3 of the TS to cover the generic term 'Privacy Information'.

Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in [2] and the following apply.

Privacy: The appropriate handling of information that is deemed confidential between the user and service provider
Trust: Relationship between two entities that may be relied upon to ensure privacy

Privacy Information: Information required by the service provider in order to provide the service or available to the service provider as a consequence of the system design, but which can be considered confidential between the user and the service provider, i.e. the user would not like disclosed to unauthorized third parties.  This includes information relating to the identity of the user (i.e. identifies or could be used to determine the identity of the user), or information related to the user, that is, e.g. location or presence
