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1. Overall Description:

SA1 have considered with high interest the Liaison Statement from CN1 describing a potential misalignment of terminology between IMS messaging Stage 1 and the messaging types defined by IETF.

The principle that has been used by SA1 while defining messaging types can be found in Section 5 of 22.340:

“Messaging can be divided to two different main classes based on the expectation of the sender. The sender either expects the message to be delivered immediately or he does not care so much whether the message is delivered immediately or later”.

“The immediate case can be further divided to two different sub-classes based on the actions required form the user before he can engage in a communication. The user can both send and receive messages without any prior actions or he may be required to join to a messaging session before the message exchange can take place.”

The two paragraphs above indicates that SA1 have defined 2 categories for immediate delivery of messages: immediate messaging and session based messaging. The key difference between the two types lies in the need for joining a session (assimilated to chat room) or not. 
Here are the conclusion that SA1 came up with inline with what has been previously explained (terms in the following list are the one used by CN1):

Immediate messaging

According to the information provided by CN1 and the above analysis, SA1 would like to confirm that IETF terms page-mode or pager-mode seems to be equivalent to 3GPP immediate messaging, of which main requirement is the possibility to send a message without any prior established session.

Session based Messaging conference

SA1 would like to confirm that IETF Session based messaging conference seems to fit with 3GPP Session based messaging that is very similar to chat room type of messaging.

Session-mode Messaging

Regarding session-mode messaging, it appears that currently there is no specific requirement in TS22.340 corresponding exactly to this type of immediate messaging. However, the fact that 3GPP immediate messaging do not require the establishment of a session is a user experience consideration and as such not linked to any potential underlying technical solution. It simply implies that a immediate message can be sent without joining a messaging session e.g. a chat room. 

Hence, It is the understanding of SA1 that Session-mode messaging could offer an appropriate solution to fulfil requirements for 3GPP immediate messaging.
