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SerG thanks SA1 for its LS on the Priority Service and eMLPP  Interworking. This LS was considered during the last meeting of the SerG. It was noted at the meeting that none of the delegates were aware of any networks currently deploying eMLPP at this time. 

 Based on our discussions SerG has the following response to SA1 questions. 

“Whether it is acceptable that Priority Service calls, when terminating in a network that supports the eMLPP service, are treated as being terminating eMLPP calls.”

SerG believes that it will be acceptable that Priority Service calls, when terminating in a network that supports the eMLPP service, are treated as being terminating eMLPP calls. 

Since SerG accepts the above principle the second SA1 question does not require an answer. 
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
