3GPP2 TSG-C thanks you for your LS on the 3GPP2/3GPP Multi-mode terminals.  After a careful review of your comments, TSG-C has the following understandings about how the Multi-mode operation will be implemented.

1. The mode of operation selected, CDMA or GSM/UMTS, will be determined by the overlay function.

2. When the Multi-mode terminal is operating in GSM/UMTS mode, it shall comply with all necessary specifications supporting a normal 3GPP mode of operation.

3. When the Multi-mode terminal is operating in the CDMA mode, it shall comply with all necessary specifications supporting a normal 3GPP2 mode of operation.

4. When operating in the GSM/UMTS mode, the overlay function shall not affect the network priority. 

5. When operating in the CDMA mode, the overlay function shall not affect the network priority.

We will start working on the development of the overlay function and will finalize our decision on the Preferred Roaming List for the Multi-mode terminals.  Further updates will be provided to your group in the future.  .
