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Introduction

The "All IP" terminology used in TR 22.978 seems to be fairly misleading when seen from a technical point of view. From protocol view point one would assume that an "All IP" network is one that only uses IP as a transport technology for signalling and user plane data. Under this assumption then the Release 5 and 6 networks are already "All IP". Though the report doesn't define what "All IP" means, the net conclusion from the text provided is that it is something similar to what is called "NGN" in other standards bodies
Proposal 
We believe to remove the confusion, the “ALL IP” terminology should be fixed by adopting one of the options given below.

1. Replace the term "All IP" with something else - "integrated IP network". 
OR

2. Add the following text in the end of the Introduction section:

This report discusses the concept of an "All IP" network. In the context of this report the term "All IP" does not just refer to the transport protocol used within the 3GPP network. When seen purely from a protocol perspective the 3GPP Release 5 and Release 6 network can already be implemented just using IP transport and could in that sense be said to be "all IP". In this report the term "All IP" refers to the general concept of a future network based on IP and associated technologies which provide an enhanced, integrated service set over multiple access technologies.
Recommendation

Discuss and agree. Our preference is option 1.
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
