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This document introduces a use case for TR 22.936 reflecting terminals equipped with 3GPP and IEEE WLAN radio modules.

Use case:

The use case reflects current terminals which are capable to logon to 3GPP and IEEE WLAN networks such without any integration. Simultaneous connection to both systems is possible and dependent on the terminal application.
· No integration between systems.

· Separate 3GPP and non-3GPP identities.
· When in 3GPP system, terminal does scan non-3GPP systems and vice versa.

· Terminal does not suspend operation on a system while it scans for the other

· Scanning information is passed to user or higher layer application 

· Services of one system are offered to subscribers of the other system.

► Consequences to 3GPP specifications

Suspending 3GPP operation is not compliant 
Possible security implications (tbc)
