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1. Overall Description:

EP RT thanks SA1 for the LS on SMS into a Group Call. EP RT has reviewed the included CR and, taking into account the requirements and constraints of Railways use of the VGCS, has concluded that the new approach is acceptable.

EP RT however would like to propose some additional changes to the text, mainly corrections to the formulation (see  attached file S1-050162_EPRT.doc, changes by user: Cesar Gutierrez).
Notably, "Voice Group Call Reception" cannot be activated, so it is proposed to change that expression to  'activated the Group ID and are currently in the group call area'
The biggest functional debate was the issue of whether dispatchers should receive a sms message if sent to the group call ref. The statement was made by the representative of the users that rail would need this functionality if they were to use sms in group calls. For this reason, it is proposed to delete Note 2 from that section. EP RT would like to ask SA WG1 the reason for excluding sms for dispatchers in the original requirement.
Additionally, EP RT discussed and concluded that for an established group call, it must be possible to send the sms to all dispatchers connected to the call. If the group call is not established the sms should be sent to all the destination dispatchers associated with the group call reference. Dispatchers can obviously receive sms by the standard p2p mechanism in both cases.

SA WG1 is kindly asked to take into account the modifications in the CR attached and to clarify the reason for the original requirement excluding dispatchers.
