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Introduction

This contribution raises the issue that the current text in Section 4.4.3 of TR 22.952 (Priority Service Guide) does not cover the case for allowing directed retry handover from 3G to 2G network for priority service, even though we agreed on a related use case that was captured in Annex B of  TR 22.953 (Multimedia Priority Service Feasibility Study TR) at the last SA1 meeting.
Proposal 
It is proposed that Section 4 of TR 22.952 should be revised as follows (proposed text is shown in red):

4.4.3
Directed retry

If no radio resources are available at a cell, the BSS may try to set up a call on a neighbouring cell if channels are free at that cell. If enabled, handover with cause "directed retry" is attempted if no radio traffic channel is available in the current cell.

Priority Service does not prevent handover with cause "directed retry", if enabled, from being attempted for non-Priority Service calls. If enabled, handover with cause "directed retry" should be attempted for Priority Service calls concurrently with radio resource queuing. If directed retry is not performed concurrently with queuing, handover with cause "directed retry", if enabled, should be attempted for Priority Service calls prior to radio resource queuing.

Directed retry handover may be attempted from a service provider’s UMTS network to the service provider’s GSM network when a priority call is invoked by a service user in the UMTS network that cannot assign a radio traffic channel due to resource congestion in UTRAN, or if the UTRAN does not support priority service queuing.
Recommendation

Discuss and agree.
