Conclusions and recommendations

This study has shown that the release 6 definition of videotelephony although capable of providing the basic functionalities does not meet all the user and operator expectations. 

Given the likelihood of having a large population of Release 6 compliant user equipment and networks when the enhancements can be realistically introduced the backwards compatibility was also regarded of the highest importance whenever an improvement was suggested. 

It is recommended that the potential new requirements that have been found for videotelephony as well as the areas of the release 6 services that need improvements are made subject of change requests to the existing technical specifications or consolidated in a dedicated new technical specification.
