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Introduction

The USIM already plays today a role in Network Selection, by storing information used either in automatic or in manual selection.

The actual status of the USIM is mentioned several times in the TR, as well as several potential improvements of the network selection in conjunction with USIM usage.

Unfortunately, this is not referred in the chapter dedicated to UICC as it should be.

UICC and USIM Considerations

In term of Network Selection Procedures, the USIM already contains several sets of data that are used either for automatic or manual selection:

· User controlled PLMN selector with Access Technology

· Higher Priority PLMN search period

· Forbidden PLMNs

· HPLMN selector with Access Technology

· Network Parameters

· PLMN Network Name

· Operator PLMN List

· Equivalent HPLMN

And for I-WLAN:

· User controlled PLMN selector for WLAN Access

· Operator controlled PLMN selector for WLAN Access

· User controlled WLAN Specific IDentifier List

· Operator controlled WLAN Specific IdentifierList

Depending on what has to be achieved concerning enhanced Network Selection Principles, it might be needed to modify the currently provisioned information, and to add some new ones. For example:

· list of available PLMN after a FBS (see 6.5 and 6.7)

· preferred access technology (3G, 2G, WLAN, random) (see 6.6)

· preferred domain (CS only, CS&PS, random) (see 6.6)

· services available for each PLMN of the PLMN list

The USIM has also a potential usage considering the Network selection for Multi-mode terminals with 3GPP Capability. This particular aspect is studied in more details in the Multi System TR 22.963 [4].
