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Action/Decision Requested: Progress attached CR for Presence (TS22.141)
The ETSI TISPAN NGN project has been progressing service capabilities and requirements work based on re-use of the 3GPP IMS in a so-called “fixed network” environment.
ETSI TISPAN Working Group 1 (Service Capabilities and Requirements) appreciates the work already undertaken by 3GPP, especially SA1, and would like you to note that we are already re-using several of your stage 1 service descriptions (as unmodified endorsements by direct normative reference -  such as TS 22.340: IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) messaging; Stage 1).

One of the key service capabilities, and an enabler for other services, is Presence. ETSI TISPAN WG1 have looked at the 3GPP SA1 Presence Service Stage 1 (TS 22.141). and would like to re-use this specification, without technical modification. However we have found that it is very wireless specific.
ETSI TISPAN WG1 have therefore prepared a Change Request form for consideration by you to progress Presence as general service applicable to both wireless and wired-line environments.

In preparing the CR, it was our intention to provide only editorial modifications in order to generalise the text for wireless and wired-line environments; no technical modifications are needed. We have noted that TS22.141 version 6.4.1 enables interoperability with IETF specified presence, and we desire interoperability with a TISPAN NGN network, re-using a 3GPP IMS.
The attached document provides the CR for the changes. We understand that the 3GPP Work Item for “System enhancements for fixed broadband access to IMS” should cover this CR.
In attempting to make a Presence Service Description applicable to Fixed or wired-line environments we have suggested some changes. These include changing “wireless network” to “network”; “wireless services”” to “fixed and wireless services”; “3GPP subscribers” to “3GPP and NGN subscribers.”

ETSI TISPAN WG1 would like to point out that these terms are not particular or definitive, but general. If 3GPP prefers to use a different term or re-word their document differently, WG1 would not have a problem. Our goal is to make the specification TS 22.141 applicable to both 3GPP and TISPAN subscribers, networks and services. The exact terms used to achieve this are less of a concern.
We have noted that your next meeting is 24 - 28 Oct 2005 in Los Angeles. ETSI TISPAN WG1 will be meeting during the same period, but at ETSI in Sophia Antipolis. In view of these dates, we would hope that you can progress this document at your meeting, and communicate a reply that will enable ETSI TISPAN WG1 to insert a reference to the Release 7 version of Presence, even if the publication date will be in 2006. Our schedule of the next few meetings is provided.
ETSI TISPAN WG1 looks forward to further co-operation with SA1, to enable us to make use of your excellent specifications.
