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At 3GPP WG CT1 Meeting #41 in Denver (US), CT1 discussed the protocol implementation of the IMS registration trigger in the context of a CSI call. Some companies in CT1 expressed strong concerns how the stage 1 requirement (TS 22.279 clause 5) has been implemented in the stage 2 and stage 3 specifications and finally end up with the attached LS to SA2.

NEC believes this LS is of interest of SA1 as well as SA2 and both SA2 and CT1 will benefit from SA1 views on this topic. 

NEC would like to present the attached LS to SA1, and kindly asks SA1:

· to evaluate the concerns that have been expressed;

· and to provide their opinion back to SA2 and CT1

Next SA2 (Shanghai) and CT1 (Sophia-Antipolis) meetings are 8 – 12 May 2006.
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1. Overall Description:


At 3GPP WG CT1 Meeting #41 in Denver (US), CT1 discussed the protocol implementation of the stage 2 requirement below: 


[Extract from TS 23.279 section 7.1] “During the radio capability exchange procedure, if the UE find that the remote UE and its current radio environment supports simultaneous CS and PS services, then the UE should perform an IMS registration (in case IMS registration had not previously been performed) based on preconfigured user's preference.”


Some companies questioned how appropriate it is to use simultaneous support of PS and CS services as a trigger for IMS registration. They thought this trigger carries insufficient information in the context of a CSI call. In particular:


- The “current radio environment indication” does not provide any information whether the remote user is reachable through the IMS domain, and that a CSI call can therefore proceed with a high probability of success.


- The “current radio environment indication” can be sent outside the context of a CSI call, and therefore trigger unnecessary IMS registration and potentially a large amount of related signaling.


In the course of the discussion, some companies in CT1 expressed the view that a better improvement will be to exchange the IMS status of the involved parties. This would also act to save unnecessary signaling. This new information will be exchanged using user-to-user signaling service 1 during CS call set-up and would be in addition to the “current radio environment indication”.

CT1 kindly asks SA2 to re-evaluate their requirement for simultaneous support of CS and PS capability to trigger IMS registration in the light of this LS.
