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Action/Decision Requested:

ETSI EMTEL is aware of discussions that took place in SA1#31 regarding removal of CBS from the list of services to be supported in All IP Networks. EMTEL notes that the current position, as stated in the agreed CR001 to TS 22.258 (doc S1-060313), is that the support of CBS is for further study. 

EMTEL would like to inform SA1 that CBS has been identified as one of the possible candidates as a bearer for government Emergency Warning Systems in Europe and USA. Therefore there may be regulatory requirements in the future for support of CBS for emergency alert services which could apply to evolved 3GPP networks. 

In the event that CBS is selected in an Emergency Warning Systems 3GPP may have to analyse how CBS may be supported in an All IP Network.
