Justification

There are several use cases to send the SMS message at a later date/time. For example, a user sends the Birthday SMS message to his/her friends in advance not to forget to send the SMS or to prepare the situation that the user is not available because of the meeting or the business trip. Another example is that an organizer in the mobile has the user’s meeting schedule and is programmed to send the Reminder SMS message to the meeting members at the particular time before the meeting starts. i.e. Without user interaction mobile application sends the SMS message to the recipient
Currently, in the existing 3GPP Network capabilities, it is not possible to send the SMS message at a later date/time which can be named post-dated SMS. The existing way supporting this service is to use the terminal’s its own capability (i.e. The terminal stores the SMS message and sends it at the specific time.) or to use the web application.
However, the methods mentioned above have the following disadvantages. 
· The UE should be attached to HPLMN/VPLMN at the particular time. 
· In case of power-off, UE cannot send the SMS message. 
· In case of roaming, the sender has to pay more charges. 
· In case the sender has gone to some other country, where the network is not available, in that case, it would be serious limitation.
· Web based application is based on the SMTP protocol which cannot be used directly for 3GPP SMS.
Thus, it is beneficial to make a 3GPP requirement when considering both the business aspect and the user service.

Objective

The objective of this work item is to define requirement for post dated SMS for 3GPP system with particular emphasis on the following aspects.
· Delivery of post-dated SMS message
· Delivery period

· Modification of post-dated SMS message which is already transferred to the network
· Deletion of post-dated SMS message which is already transferred to the network

At this work item the post-dated SMS is defined as SMS message which is supposed to be delivered to the recipient at a later time/date. The post-dated SMS message is sent by the sender in advance and delivered to the recipient at appointed time/date.

Service Aspects

The post-dated SMS should be served as a normal SMS-PP service in the network which does not support the post-dated SMS. The post-dated SMS should not effect to the exiting 80bytes message length.
