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1. Overall Description:

Background: Following agreement of the GSMA Europe that in-band modem was the preferred way forward for eCall data delivery, at SA#32 the TSG SA Chairman opined that SA WG4 should study the in-band modem for eCall.  The SA WG4 Chairman then responded that requirements from SA WG1 would be needed. Accordingly, it was decided that SA WG1 should provide requirements to SA WG4, who can then consider producing a corresponding WI.

This Liaison Statement is to inform S4 that a “eCall Data Transfer – Requirements” WID (S1-060856) was created at S1#33, and two CRs agreed (S1-060857 & 858) on the addition of a data component to the MSD for eCall, E112 and related TS12 emergency calls.  It is therefore suggested, that S4 can begin characterization of the in-band modem for eCall.  The above-mentioned feature level WID provides convenient administrative organization under which  both the completed “Transferring of emergency call data – Issues to be considered” S1 WID and an S4 WID characterizing in-band modem can be building block work items.
