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1. Discussion
The Japanese government has asked operators to study feasibility to realize a system to broadcast “earthquake early information” to mobile phone users.  The deployment of such a system, however, has not been mandated yet by the government.  Therefore the descriptions of regional requirements in TR 22.968 shall be corrected to avoid possible misunderstanding.

2. Proposal

It is proposed to modify the section 4.1 “Regional requirements” of the TR22.968 as follows:
