	Some applications require seamless access and handover between a mobile network and another network, e.g. WLAN and UMTS, where each network has its own independent system for authentication and key agreement. In such cases, seamless handover between networks requires the UICC to support concurrent sessions with two (or more) NAAs that use different user credentials (e.g. Ki/IMSI) and authenticate to different HLR/AuCs. Although TS22.101 mandates this principle, some of its text is contradictory, because it prohibits concurrent activation of multiple USIMs.

	1. Access to WiFi and mobile networks from a single handset will be constrained to use the same authentication infrastructure for both networks.

The current draft of TS22.278, Service requirements for the evolution of the 3GPP system, (section 7.1.1) , submitted to 3GPP SA1 (doc S1-061067) states: "The evolved 3GPP system shall provide mobility mechanisms to support frequent handovers within and across 3GPP access systems and non 3GPP access systems in order to avoid service degradation." That requirement cannot be met if this CR is not implemented.

Multiple USIMs per UICC

The standard shall support more than one USIM per UICC even when those USIMs are associated with different home environments. Only one of the Multiple USIMs or and the SIM may shall be active at a given time. While the UE is in idle mode, it shall be possible for the user to select/reselect one USIM application amongst those available on the UICC. At switch on, the Last Active USIM shall be automatically selected. The Last Active USIM shall be stored on the UICC. By default if there is no Last Active USIM defined in the UICC, e.g. if more than one USIM was active at the same time, the user shall be able to select the active a preferred USIM amongst those available on the UICC.

The standard must not prevent the coexistence and simultaneous activation of USIM applications, each associated with different home environments on the same UICC, so long as the security problems which do not arise from such a coexistence are solved.
