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Abstract of the contribution:

This contribution introduces the SAE service requirement (Multi access and seamless mobility).

1. Background

At the last SA1 ad-hoc meeting, seamless mobility was discussed and resulted in more discussion needed. According to “operator requirements for mobility management”( S1-061093(revised from S1-061075)/S2-063377(revised from S2-063179) ), the following requirements have been approved at SA2 #54 meeting if we understand this correctly.
- Mobility procedures within the Evolved 3GPP System, between the Evolved 3GPP System and existing 3GPP Access Systems and between Evolved/Existing 3GPP access systems and non 3GPP access system shall provide seamless operations of both real-time (e.g. VoIP) and non real-time applications and services by, for example, minimizing the packet loss and interruption time
2. Discussion
We, SA1 members, should cooperate with SA2 in standardizing service requirements and architecture of SAE. According to the above requirement of SAE architecture, “seamless mobility” is one of the important features of SAE and therefore some description about it should be needed in TS22.278.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to include the following updates.
