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Introduction

5.3
Inter-working CAT

 It is important for a good user experience that CAT works as predicted independently if the called or the calling user is roaming. A standardized CAT solution should therefore fulfil the following end user requirements:
-
When calling a service subscriber of another network, the calling party can still experience the CAT set by the called party. 
-
When calling a service subscriber of another network, the calling party should be able to subscribe to the expired CAT in a close relation with the call. 
-
When roaming to another network, the calling party can still experience the CAT set by the called party.
-
The calling party can experience the CAT set by the called party if the called party is roaming to another network.
-
Presence/Location information may be provided by Presence/Location Service
