Study of a SMS Centre for MT SMS
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Justification

The main purpose of this work item is to study some new value added capabilities for short message service (SMS), which is of great importance for helping the mobile operators to increase their revenue.  These new value added capabilities for SMS are proposed as supplementary services for SMS.  The potential supplementary services for SMS include:

a) Short message forwarding: This service permits a called mobile subscriber to have the network send all incoming short messages, addressed to the called mobile subscriber's directory number to another directory number.  Short messages can be forwarded unconditional, or based on different time period, etc.
b) Short message filtering: This service permits a called party to reject some short messages based on the called party’s preferences, e.g., calling party’s number, time to send message, even some key words in the content of the message.
c) Short message receipt: This service permits the network to send a receipt that the called party customized to the calling party.
d) Short message depository: This service permits the network to help the subscriber store some messages that the subscriber has been sent or received.
e) Other supplementary services for SMS.
Due to some limitations of the current architecture to deploy these supplementary services, it is proposed that 3GPP should examine the desirability of producing a standardized solution for the provisioning of supplementary services for SMS, in order to protect a number of existing 3GPP specified services from the negative effects of a multiplicity of non-standard solutions.
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Objective

The objective of this study item is to document the requirements of supplementary services for SMS.  The following is to be covered:
a) Service definition of different supplementary services for SMS
b) Registration of a supplementary services for SMS
c) Activation of a supplementary services for SMS
d) Deactivation of a supplementary services for SMS
e) Withdrawal of a supplementary services for SMS
Technical realization should also be studied in this study item, which includes:

a) Determine the most efficient solution for the implementation of the supplementary services for SMS.
b) Analyzing the architecture impact on the existing 3GPP defined architecture.
c) Determine the most appropriate way to specify such functionality in 3GPP documentation.
