Document S1-061117 contained a liaison statement on emergency call enhancements (C1-061365). CT1 has some questions regarding Emergency Call Enhancements for IP& PS Based Calls [EMC1].
Question 1 was if the network shall also regard the list of roaming partners' emergency numbers and emergency URIs valid as per country basis (identified solely by the MCC)? It was noted that the case for multiple MCCs has been taken into account and so the question boiled down to if the full MCC and MNC should be identified. SA1 noted that only the MCC is required. 
Question 2 is really for SA rather than SA1. It was suggested that the reply liaison statement should include SA to inform them. 
On question 3 and what would be a reasonable delay for an emergency centre or a PSAP to call back the user after it performs an emergency session, it was determined that this is based on a PSAP requirement. The meeting decided to have a generic statement that it is the in domain of national regulatory conditions. It was asked if this means that the timer needs to be dynamic or can it be static? This dictates how long the user needs to maintain the emergency registration. If it is static, then it needs to be long enough to allow for all regulatory conditions. In the end, it was decided that SA1 is not in a position to answer question 3. 
The response to S1-061117 was provided in S1-061292. The response on question three and reasonable delay for an emergency centre or a PSAP to call back the user after it performs an emergency session, caused some debate. It was revised to S1-061403 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement.  
Document S1-061129 contained liaison statement on requirements on Selective Disabling of UE Capabilities (C1-061813). CT1 is looking at SDoUE and is asking SA1 to clarify whether a VPLMN should be able to control the capabilities of a UE directly without involving the HPLMN/EHPLMN or whether the HPLMN/EHPLMN has an effective veto over the ability of the VPLMN to do this (SDoUE).

It was commented that an earlier conclusion of discussions in SA1 is that the HPLMN should have overriding decision on this sort of control. This could cause problems if the visiting mobile is causing real damage and the HPLMN cannot be reached. It should be noted that this is a graceful disabling where only part of the service supplied is disabled. Also, it was asked what would happen if the HPLMN was to be asked and the HPLMN says no. The only recourse is to throw the mobile off the visited network and stop service entirely. Of course the mobile could always go to the opposition network. Still, it was decided that the HPLMN should have the final say.
A response was provided in S1-061293. It was revised to S1-061419 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement.

Document S1-061119 contained a liaison statement on Improved support of gaming over HSDPA/EDCH (RP-060420). RAN is liaising to OMA on the support of gaming over HSDPA/EDCH to ask advice and has attached the LSs from SA1 and SA4. It was copied to SA1 and was noted. 
Document S1-061296 contained a proposed reply to LS on service requirement for MBMS LTE. This is in response to S1-060831 that was on email approval in S1-060878. The liaison statement indicates that SA1 would like to state that the service requirement for mobile TV is that handovers should appear to be seamless to the user independent of whether the stream is delivered using MBMS or point-to-point technologies. The service requirement is that the channel switching should be as fast as possible and provide minimal disruption to the end user experience. SA1 proposes the maximum value for interruption when switching between different channels as 1 second. A revision was provided in S1-061404. It was revised to S1-061434. It was revised to S1-061441 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement. 
Based on this, a CR to 22.246 was provided in S1-061405. This document provides the user requirements for the television service failure to provide these will cause delay to the standardisation of LTE MBMS services. It was revised to TD S1-061433 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0012.

Document S1-061140 contained a Response LS to 3GPP SA1 on “pseudo-location” (2006-0278R03-ILS) where OMA is responding to the SA1 LS in 874. In order to evaluate requirements it would be helpful to know what types of pseudo-location information are being considered. Specifically, would the pseudo-location be transformed location information with reduced accuracy, for example civic address information as given in the LS (i.e. State, City, Zip Code) or could it be user-defined text strings, such as “home”, “office”, or “not available”? Finally, it would be helpful if SA1 could provide use cases for this feature so that OMA LOC WG may determine if there are interactions with other OMA enablers.
A response was not provided at this meeting and the company in question will be asked if they wish to send a reply.
Another liaison statement from OMA was received in S1-061323 on 5-level Priority and Pre-emption. The chairman of the priority SWG commented that the same RFC referenced in this liaison statement is the same as used in the Priority TR. Therefore, SA1 would appear to have done some work done already.

Document S1-061149 contained a CR to 22.101 on Serving Environment / Mobile Virtual Network Identification. A PLMN operator may host one or several mobile virtual network operators and at present MVNOs usually have their own range of IMSIs, but this is cumbersome to manage e.g. when replacing lost or stolen mobiles. To facilitate service differentiation, access control, charging and subscription management there is a need to be able to more easily identify subscribers belonging to particular MVNOs, without necessarily having to analyse the IMSI and /or MNC. It was noted that for access control existing TS22.011 requirements apply.

Following the presentation of a discussion paper at SA1#31 on this subject (S1-051115), it was noted that a CR or WI could be expected to follow – whilst later than expected, this CR proposes service requirements for Serving Environment / Mobile Virtual Network Identification, derived from the original discussion paper.
It was commented that there is a contradiction between the cover sheet and the actual changes in that the cover sheet mentions access control and this is merely for identification prosesses. Another question was what the impact would be on the existing networks; will all operators have to implement this?
The chairman noted that SA had asked SA1 not to use TEI8 since it is possible that items can slip in and not be worked on in other groups since it is not evident in the workplan. So a WI was requested. 

A revised CR was provided in document S1-061297. The work item was provided in S1-061298. It was noted that this was a mechanism to avoid having a TEI8 CR, but the meeting had some difficulty in accepting the WI; this appeared to be strange. It was suggested that the change be done again under TEI8. Therefore, the WI was removed and the CR in S1-061297 was taken. 

It was commented that the requirement is a little obscure. The change is intended to be simple, but it is not clear that the text describes a simple requirement. It was revised to TD S1-061406 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0201.
Document S1-061190 contained a CR to 22.067 Rel-7 on festriction on pre-emption of TS12 calls in non-public networks. There is a conflict in priority handling of public emergency calls and  railway emergency calls in GSM-R networks. The restriction on the pre-emption of ongoing TS12 (public emergency) calls should be mandatory only for public networks. However, it was noted that the change is to a non-normative note and it is for Rel-7. It was answered that really the note is a requirement and should be made into one. This appeared to be a new requirement, but it was commented that the wrong requirement has been in the TS for some time. Based on this, it was suggested that it should be Release 8. It was decided to try for Rel-8 and ask SA if it could be for earlier releases. 
A revision was provided in S1-061311. It was revised to TD S1-061407 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0007.
Document S1-061199 contained a discussion document on Enhancements for GAN. It looks at how current Generic Access Network (GAN) capabilities can be enhanced to improve operation (i.e. efficiency and performance for data transport) in a UMTS environment. Finally, it identifies a minimum set of objectives for enhancements to the existing GAN specifications. It is suggested that SA1 liaise with GERAN groups as appropriate to initiate an analysis of the feasibility of realizing these objectives. The chairman of GERAN noted that GERAN were looking on something similar. 
A liaison statement was provided in S1-061312 and revised to S1-061408. It was agreed to send this liaison statement. 
Document S1-061260 contained some Corrections and additions to M2M TR 22.868. It is proposed to enhance different parts of the TR:

-
SIM and USIM have been replaced by UICC, to consider the card entity itself instead of a particular application.

-
Several elements are added to correct to enhance understanding.

-
Some benefits of M2M Network Management have been move in order to group them by topic.

-
Some drawbacks are added to M2M Network Management.

The changes were accepted in principle. To apply them would mean that a revision of the TS would be required. Therefore, S1-061077 was revised to S1-061313. The rapporteur took the opportunity to indicate that he would be relinquishing the rapporteurship of 22.868. Volunteers were encouraged. Version 1.3.0 was noted. 
Document S1-061283 contained a CR to 22.011 on Additional Information in Manual Mode. If a HPLMN does provide the information it should be expected that the UE shall indicate that information to the user. The current requirement leaves that optional. There was a few comments regarding the use of a “shall” 
It was revised to TD S1-061314 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0080.
Document S1-061309 contained a CR to 22.101 on emergency call identifier. The IMS emergency call identifier was introduced in 22.101 as it was expected that this would be aligned with IETF/ECRIT. After discussion within IETF it is now clear that IETF will not define additional dialstrings (i.e. any kind of telephone number or SIP URI that can be typed by the end user). Due to this it is proposed that 3GPP reconsider the requirement to support IMS emergency call identifier to be removed. It was revised to TD S1-061346 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0203. 
Document S1-061318 contained a Rel-8 CR it was revised to TD S1-061347 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0204.
Document S1-061299 contained a discussion document on Display of EHPLMN in Manual Mode. 
There has been some discussion on the requirement relating to the display of EHPLMN to the user, when in manual mode, in the case that only one EHPLMN is to be displayed. At present there appear to be two options 

1.
Display the highest available EHPLMN

2.
Display the highest priority EHPLMN whether it is available or not.

It is worth noting that in both cases if the EF-OPL etc. file are available then the operator can determine what will be displayed to the user though in case 1. it is possible the user may see the same EHPLMN name multiple times (depending on the data on the USIM).

There was some preference for option 2 since option 1 appears to be a sub-set of 2. However, some of the preference for option 2 changed to option 1. This started a discussion on what happens in various situations. However, there is an example in the UK where option two would solve the problem. It was requested that this be delayed until the next meeting. It was answered that there could be mobiles on the market with different actions. 
The CR to implement this was provided in S1-061300. This was withdrawn. 
Document S1-061345 contained a CR to 22.016 on IMEI check and IMS. The IMEI check is used in Fraud Prevention to identify MEs on blacklists, such as stolen mobiles. This procedure should also be available when a mobile is registered to IMS. It was revised to TD S1-061444 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0009 as category F. There was one objection since this is not a correction.

Document S1-061118 contained a LS on the Vocabulary TR, TR 21.905 from GERAN (GP-061397). This is and answer to the LS sent to all groups on definition of ME etc. GERAN is suggesting some changes.
Document S1-061120 contained a Liaison Statement on the Vocabulary TR, TR 21.905 from SA2 (S2-061704). SA2 agrees to the updated terminology in the SA1 LS and finds that it is in line with 23.101, except on the addition of ISIM in the terminology definition of UE. SA 2 is proposing that ISIM is not added in the definition of UE. It was noted that the USIM is not mandatory and so SA1 ignored the comments from SA2.
Document S1-061124 contained a Reply LS on the Vocabulary TR, TR 21.905 from SA3 (S3-060571). SA3 have reviewed the proposed changes to TR 21.905 and have found no problems with the proposed new definitions. SA3 believe that neither the current nor proposed terminology in either TR 21.905 or TS 22.259 adequately cover the concepts that are needed to specify the secure channel establishment. Therefore SA3 intends to specify its own terminology within the secure channel TS using the existing definitions in TR 21.905 and TS 22.259 as the basis.
Document S1-060823 contained a Liaison Statement on the Vocabulary TR, TR 21.905 from CT1 (C1-060954). CT1 is replying on the SA1 LS in S1-060658 regarding proposed terminology changes from the CN protocol viewpoint. While in general the Rel-7 clarifications on the terminology were supported, CT1 would still like to offer comments on the proposed new terms for SA1 consideration.  
A proposed CR to 21.905 was provided in S1-061344. It was postponed to the next meeting.

Document S1-061196 contained a CR to 42.068 Rel-8 on Restricting Group call area for transfer of time-critical application-specific data. The current requirement states that time critical data must be transferred in not more than 500ms. It is envisaged that this can only be achievable for a small group call area, i.e. not more than one single MSC area. (The group call area for VGCS/VBS calls can include more than one MSC area and cells of more than one PLMN). It was revised to TD S1-061315 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0032.
Document S1-061203 contained a CR to 42.068 Rel-8 with a correction on the use of  the term ‘listener’, which is used stage 1 and stage 2 specifications for VGCS. However, this term is not defined. It could be understood as a “listening service subscriber” or, wrongly, as a “listening dispatcher”. Also the term ‘talker’ also should not include the dispatcher who is talking. Similarly ambiguities of the term ‘listener’ need to be corrected.

These changes are being proposed back to R99 in S1-061197. It was asked if this is really critical for R99, Rel-4, Rel-5 and Rel-6. An error was identified in Rel-4. It was proposed that the change be made only to Rel-8 since it is only necessary to provide one reference to point to. However, it this was countered by the comment that other people are not looking at the earlier versions and may miss it. Still it was decided only to keep the Rel-8 CR for the time being. Based on this, S1-061203 was revised to S1-061316 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0033. 
Also, S1-061197, S1-061198, S1-061199, S1-061200, S1-061201 and S1-061202 were withdrawn.
Document S1-061208 contained a CR 42.069 Rel-7 on correction on the use of listening service subscriber. This is very similar to the changes to 42.068. Simlilarly then, it was revised to S1-061319 to make it Rel-8 as CR 0008. It was agreed to be sent to SA for approval. 
Also, S1-061204, S1-061205, S1-061206, and S1-061207 were withdrawn.
Document S1-061191 contained a CR to 22.004 Rel-99 regarding a modification of table A1 required to remove wrong SS applicabilities to VG Services. Table A.1 - "Applicability of SSs to telecommunication services" incorrectly lists several supplementary services as having applicability to Voice Group Services. These interactions are qualified with Note 6, which states, "The SS is only applicable for dispatchers. For service subscribers the service is not applicable” and this is incorrect.
It was commented that this is not a FASMO change. It was commented that the system will not stop if this is not corrected. Another comment was that if this error is corrected, then all errors in the TS could be corrected and there are a few. It was noted that there is only a CR to R99 required since the other releases were changed in SA1 #24 (S1-040498). Another point was that when Rel-4 was changed, the R99 was not changed and it was asked question was what has happened since 2004 to make this change now required? It was decided not to make this change at this time. Based on this documents S1-061192 and S1-061193 were withdrawn.
The next change in the series was S1-061194. This was not quite the same since the only SS at issue was BAOC. However, there were some issues with the version that was used to create this CR since some of the changes were already in the orginal version 6.0.0. It was revised to S1-061317. It was revised to TD S1-061410 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0012.
Document S1-061195 contained a CR to 42.069 Rel-7 on support of the use of GPRS for individual VBS subscribers in parallel to an active broadcast call. With S1-050492 the Support of the use of GPRS for individual VGCS subscribers in parallel to an active group call was introduced to Rel-7. But a corresponding CR to VBS was missing to keep the alignment of these two services. The reason given in the S1-050492 was that members of an active group call (talkers or listeners) are currently not able to use GPRS in parallel to the ongoing group call. This is requested for the use of VGCS for public authority officials.
There was some support, but it was commented that this may need to be done in a new WI for Rel-8. It was answered that this is based on a change in Rel-7 for 42.068 and this is why it is for Rel-7 and to a Rel-7 WI. Another question was whether there will be CRs to the stage 2 and stage 3. This was checked….

Document S1-061195 contained a CR 42.069 Rel-7 on Support of the use of GPRS for individual VBS subscribers in parallel to an active broadcast call. With S1-050492 the Support of the use of GPRS for individual VGCS subscribers in parallel to an active group call was introduced to Rel-7. But a corresponding CR to VBS was missing to keep the alignment of these two services. Orignally, there was as question on the impact of this CR. It was answered that it does affect other specifications and it was noted that it is unlikely to be competed in the stage 2 and stage 3 for Rel-7. It was revised to TD S1-061411 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0009.

Document S1-061165 contained a Discussion Paper on SIM cards for Multiple Network Access. The simultaneous operation of multiple USIM applications on a UICC, using different logical channels, requires simultaneous authenticated sessions with multiple networks that operate independent authentication systems. It was provided for information.
Document S1-061166 contained a Rel-6 CR on Correction to TS 22.101 - Concurrent SIM and USIM applications. Some applications require seamless access and handover between a mobile network and another network, e.g. WLAN and UMTS, where each network has its own independent system for authentication and key agreement. In such cases, seamless handover between networks requires the UICC to support concurrent sessions with two (or more) NAAs that use different user credentials (e.g. Ki/IMSI) and authenticate to different HLR/AuCs. Although TS22.101 mandates this principle, some of its text is contradictory, because it prohibits concurrent activation of multiple USIMs.
It was commented that in respect of PNM, there was a mistake and that it was not intended for there to be USIMs active at the same time. A correction to PNM is expected at this meeting. However, there was some support for this, albeit a bit fast. It was noted that if this were to go forward, then it would break a long held precept of 3G. During the email discussion, it was noted that it is possible to have two ISIMs active and it was asked if this was acceptable instead. It was suggested that a study item be started and liaise with SA3 at the same time. There were several other groups that may need to be consulted also. There was some discussion regarding if the WI should be a feature or study item. It was noted that there could be alternative mechanisms to fulfil the requirement. 
It was decided to have a WID and this was provided in S1-061310. In the meantime, the CR was noted. The aim was to investigate the implications for 3GPP of having multiple subscriptions active simultaneously, primarily the scenario where multiple USIMs are active simultaneously.  There was some concern regarding the WID and it was suggested that a study be performed. It was revised to S1-061412 to make it a study item, water down the MMI and to stress in the study item the impacts on the old system. It was turned into a study item, provided in document S1-061445 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval. 
Document S1-061167 contained a Rel-7 CR  and Document S1-061168 contained a Rel-8 CR on the same subject. Since the CR in S1-061166 was noted, these were noted also.

Document S1-061240 contained Disscussion Paper on Personal Network Services Interact with Supplementary Services. This contribution aims to discuss and clarify the interaction of Personal Network Services and Supplementary Services
Document S1-061241 contained Rel-7 CR to TS 22.259- Clarification on interaction with Supplementary Services. Document S1-061242 contained the Rel-8 CR to TS 22.259.
When the PNM Server receives an incoming service request destined to an IMPU which is uniquely linked to a private UE belonging to the PN, the current TS 22.259 does not give any guidance whether the service request should be redirected to another activated UE accoding to the priority list or should be rejected because of their private access level configuration. Another similar case, the TS does not mention whether it is permitted to perform the redirecting service and the private network services logic if the original called party (IMPU) has subscribed and activated an ICB service. This CR proposes to add new subclauses in the TS to specifically define the interactions between existing supplementary services and the Personal network services, as well as the interaction between Personal Network Services. It was considered that the logic is incorrect and that this would complicate matters. Documents S1-061241 and S1-061242 were noted.
Document S1-061112 contained Rel-7 CR to TS 22.259 - Clarification on simultaneous access. 
Clarify text: Chapter 5.2.1 states "It shall be possible to simultaneously access multiple PLMNs…". The text is corrected to "It shall be possible to simultaneously access a PLMN via multiple access systems." It was revised to TD S1-061390 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0009.
Document S1-061113 contained Rel-8 CR to TS 22.259 - Clarification on simultaneous access. It was revised to TD S1-061391 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0010.

Document S1-061147 contained a liaison statement on ODB for VCC (S2-063465). SA2 have held an ad hoc on Call Barring and as a result have some questions for SA1. Documents S1-061138, S1-061169 and S1-061258 all contained a proposed reply liaison statement. 
The answer to question 1 was chosen from S1-061138; this may result in a CR for Rel-7. The answer to question 2 was no. 
Document S1-061170 resulted from question 1 and introduces ODB for IMS, but in release 8. There was a question as to whether this should be for Rel-7. Another point was that perhaps another CR is required to 22.173 in order to tie in the two elements of this subject.  The release 7 version was provided in S1-061329 and the Rel-8 was provided in S1-061300. The reply to the liaison statement in S1-061147 was provided in S1-061331. It was decided to add the CR in S1-061413 and S1-061414 for reference and it was revised to S1-061415 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement. 
Document S1-061329 contained the Rel-7 CR. It was asked why this was release 7. The answer was that the liaison statement from SA2 was Rel-7. There were objections from Nokia and Motorola for a Rel-7 CR and so it was noted and the meeting moved on to the release 8 version in S1-061330. However, later, there were comments that it should be Rel-7 and so S1-061330 was made Rel-7. It was revised to TD S1-061413 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0013. There were two objections from Motorola and Nokia.
Now, document S1-061381 contained a CR to 22.173 on Referencing TS 22.041 ODB. It was decided to make the CR Rel-7. It was revised to TD S1-061414 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0004.
Document S1-061121 contained a reply LS on support for operator determined barring of direct internet access and WLAN 3GPP IP Access (S2-062514). This is an LS from SA2 to CT4 indicating that there are mechanisms to allow the 3GPP AAA server/proxy to provide access scope limitations to the WLAN AN as part of the user authorization information, covered by stage 2 specifications for Rel-6 and Rel-7. SA2 thinks that above mechanism could also be used for barring a user from direct internet access in case of authorized WLAN 3GPP IP Access, if so required by SA1. It was copied to SA1.

Document S1-061231 contained a Reply LS on support for operator determined barring of direct internet access and WLAN 3GPP IP Access (C4-061332). CT4 has examined the mechanism proposed by SA2 to provide access scope limitations to the WLAN AN as part of the user authorization information.  With the information provided, CT4 sees the mechanism as feasible and fitted for the indicated purpose.  If SA1 and SA2 take the decision to add the corresponding requirements, it seems possible to proceed with the changes in Stage 3.
Resulting from these liaison statement a number CRs were provided in S1-061172 and S1-061173 to re-introduction of ODB for I-WLAN. The existing stage 1 requirements on ODB for "WLAN Direct IP Access and WLAN 3GPP IP Access" have been deleted during SA1#32 as requested by CT4 as it seemed they could not be fulfilled in stage 3 and were missing in stage 2. After clarification by SA2 CT4 confirmed in LS S1-061231 that fulfilling these requirements in feasible with a mechanism suggested by SA2. SA1 was asked to add the requirments again if necessary.
There was some doubt that CT4 actually have asked for this. Also, just because a solution has been found is not a good reason to put this into Rel-6. The counter argument was that this was removed by mistake; the requirement used to be in Rel-6 and it was removed on request. It was noted that there are rules here in that only category F CRs are allowed to frozen releases and only essential corrections are allowed as category F CRs. It was decided that the CR for Rel-6 would not be put forward.
Document S1-061173 was revised to TD S1-061332 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0022.

Document S1-061148 contained a liaison statement on eCall Data Transfer (S4-060510). SA4 has reviewed the Stage 1 requirements proposed by SA1 in the CRs (Tdocs S1-060857 and S1-060858) attached to Tdoc S1-060955. SA4 felt that futher information is needed in the form of two questions. 
It was noted that the orginal version of the CR on which this liaison statement was based was sent back to SA1. A new version of this was provided in S1-061154. Document S1-061127 contained a liaison statement on Impact of Early Media on IMS Charging (S5-060677r1). SA5 is liaising with CT and CT1 on Early Media on IMS Charging. As far as possible, SA5 does not wish to change our long established paradigm. It would be preferable if a signalling solution for handling of early media could be found which does not threaten it. The LS was copied to SA1 and is proposed to be noted and it was.
Document S1-061130 contained liaison statement on Impact of Early Media on IMS Charging in response (C1-061837). This is some correspondence between CT1 and SA5 on charging of early media IMS. CT1 is informing SA5 of some clarifications. It was copied to SA1 and is proposed for noting and it was.
Document S1-061125 contained a reply liaison statement on 'Support of multiple simultaneous IMS registrations' (S3-060575). This is an LS from SA3 to SA2 on Support of multiple simultaneous IMS registrations. SA3 did not have time to look at the issue but believe that input from CT1 would be required in anycase. It was copied to SA1 and is proposed to be noted.
There was a reply from SA1 to this, but it was not received since it was on email approval and did not make the last SA3. It will make the next one and so this document was noted.
Document S1-061132 contained reply liaison statement on support for multiple simultaneous registration (C1-061867). SA2 has asked CT1 to provide feedback on the support of multiple registrations and this LS does this. There are three solutions as to which CT1 will make the decision. However, these solutions are being communicated to SA3 and SA2 for information. It was copied to SA1 and so was noted.
Document S1-061267 contained a discussion paper on which services need identifiers and results from a TR in SA1 on Communication Service Identifiers (TR 23.816) along with changes in 23.228, clause 4.13. CT1 has considered the issue and it was noted that SA1 is the proper group to assign each communication service. Therefore, this contribution identifies the IMS services which need to be recognized in the UE and in the Serving Call State Control Function (S-CSCF). Each of the services is considered in turn and the reasons for recognizing/non-recognizing that service is provided.

It was asked if SMS should be identified when encapsulated in IMS. This is a different agenda item, but there were two opposing camps. 
There was as CR to implement the elements of the discussion document in S1-061268. There was some concern that this CR does not have enough text to describe what these identifiers are intended to be used for. Another question was why this is needed if Rel-6 is working. The answer was that Multimedia Telephony was not designed for Rel-6 and now SA1 is stardardising services for Rel-7. Another comment was that the discussion on the identifiers is a CT1 specific issue and should be dealt with in CT1. Of course, it was also stated that SA2 and CT1 have looked at this and CT1 specifically indicated that this an issue for SA1.
A revision of the CR was provided in document S1-061325. A proposed liaison statement was provided in S1-061326. There were some problems with the CR and so time was given to review it. Document S1-061325 was revised to S1-061417 and then to S1-061435. It was not agreed. Document S1-061326 was also noted. 
On the liaison statement in S1-061326 it was asked if there was a liaison statement from CT1 or SA2 asking for this. The answer was that there was not liaison statement but there was a request in the report. The original intention was to send a CR with this, but the meeting could not quite agree on the CR. However, it was noted that the liaison statement is essentially independent of the CR in that the CR does more than just identifing those services that would require a CSID. Of course, it was noted that most of the discussion was on the way this would work rather than which services would be identified. It was taken off-line.

Document S1-061122 contained a reply LS on Local Service Change (S2-062537). This LS is a response to RAN2 on Local Service Change mechanism. SA2 recognizes that such mechanism needs new functionalities in the UE, RNC and MSC/MGW entities, but would also bring significant improvements (especially in terms of signalling exchange and time performances compared to SCUDIF). SA2 is asking SA1 to provide feedback to RAN2. 
Also S1-061153 contained a reply liaison statement to RAN2 on Local Service Change (S5-060873). SA5 are also looking at local service change. After the study of the discussion paper (R2-061120) SA5 understands the CS core network isn’t aware of the Local Service Changes. However, SA5 would like to clarify that the charging functionality in the Circuit Switched domain is located in the core network (xMSC server). As a consequence the network provider would not accurately charge the subscriber when the service is temporarily unavailable due to Local Service Change and this must be avoided. This was noted.

Also, S1-061131 S1-061142 and S1-061151 were all on the same subject and were noted. 

Document S1-061230 contained a liaison statement also on Local Service Change, but this time SA1 were requested to provide some input. CT3 is responding to a liaison statement from SA2 on Local Service Change and coexistence with SCUDIF. There are some questions that are being asked of SA1 as well as RAN2, SA2, CT1 and CT4 groups. The questions appear to be directed more to the others.
Finally S1-061122 contained a liaison statement from SA2 on the same subject (S2-062537). This LS is a response to RAN2 on Local Service Change mechanism. SA2 recognizes that such mechanism needs new functionalities in the UE, RNC and MSC/MGW entities, but would also bring significant improvements (especially in terms of signalling exchange and time performances compared to SCUDIF). SA2 is asking SA1 to provide feedback to RAN2.

In the end, it was decided that enhancements to the architecture are advantageous as long as there is no user experience change. Local Service Change is really an optimisation mechanism and this is good, but in fact we do not want any impact on the supplementary services. 
The response to SA2 and copied to all the other groups was provided in document S1-061328. It was revised to S1-061418 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement.

Document S1-061143 contained a liaison statement from SA2 with a clarification on support of GRUU in the UE and the network and under what conditions GRUU should be used (S2-063420). SA2 are working on the GRUU work item where by a service can identify and interact with a specific IMS Public Identity at a specific Mobile Entity Instance.  However SA2 are unsure if the support of GRUU is mandatory in a release 7 system and when a GRUU shall be used as its use could affect services that a user has subscribed to. Therefore, it is asking SA1 to answer two questions.
Document S1-061137 contained a discussion document on possible ways to prevent undesirable use of GRUU (Globally Routable User Agent (UA) URIs). In the liaison S2-063420, SA1 is asked for their opinions on the appropriate conditions for the use of GRUU. The LS highlighted that there could be cases where the use of GRUU caused undesirable behaviour. This paper presents possible ways to prevent undesirable use of GRUU and proposes a reply LS to SA2. 
It was asked why SA1 is specifing that GRUU should be used. The answer was that SA1 specified that a number UEs could be put behind a single public identity and it would appear that SA2 has decided to use GRUU. Essentially, if the orginating entity cannot identify itself when initiating a communication, then it cannot be replied-to. 
Another question was if a really stripped-down mobile still needs to support GRUU; this is essentially the first question of the liaison statement. This really relates to the requirement in 22.228. Perhaps the question should be if the operator wants to allow multiple UEs behind a single public Identity. The answer is actually yes as specified in 22.228. Of course, this comes down to the English used and if “it shall be possible” is an option for the standard or not…..it was not.

The reply to S1-061143 was provided in S1-061327. It was noticed that in order to make the answer clear most of the text from the SA2 liaison statement is pasted. Another point was that it appears SA2 have based their liaison statement on a requirement in SA1. However, there appears not be any requirements in SA1 TSs. 
The requirement would appear to be for the A party to specifically address a specific terminal of the B party. For example for the A party to contact the B party when his PC is available so that a presentation can be transferred and discussed. It would be pointless having the call without the B party being able to see the document. After some circular discussion, it was revised to S1-061142 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement.

Document S1-061116 contained a LS on Multimedia Telephony Supplementary Services (11TD184). TISPAN is liaising with CT on Multimedia Telephony Supplementary Services and subscribes to the idea of a common view to protect against a diverged IMS. As a conclusion TISPAN is fully committed to ensure that wireless and wired operators do not perceive any restrictions in defining their required extensions to a single set of supplementary services and is looking forward to further cooperation with 3GPP CT. It was copied to SA1 and is proposed to be noted; it was.
The chairman announced that there is intended to be a two day workshop on this subject just prior to the TSGs in Budapest between TISPAN, CT1, and SA1. The first day on 27th November has been reserved for SA1 discussions and day to for CT1.

A liaison statement from CT1 was provided in S1-061133. CT1 are currently defining the stage 3 for Multimedia Telephony Capabilities for IMS in draft TS 24.173.  As part of this work CT1 are discussing specifying the session control procedures for each of the required media types and capabilities based on the service description in TS 22.173 clause 4. This LS is asking for some clarification on this clause.
Document S1-061265 contaed a discussion document clarification of File Transfer Requirements. The document put arguments regarding the use of this feature and concluded that full completion of this work therefore seems to be outside the schedule for release 7 and so it is proposed that these requirements should be deleted from TS 22.173. Further consideration should be given to whether specification work should be done on including these requirements for release 8 and CT1 and SA4 should be informed of this decision in a reply.

A different approach from Ericsson was to respond back to CT1 with an interpretation of the text. It was commented that if this approach is taken then a CR is probably required to clarify the TS. The wording in the text would appear to be causing some confusion in CT1. It is not clear if the list is mandatory rather than a number of examples. It 
was also stated that the requirements are not complete. As an example, it was asked what would happen when two subscribers were talking and transferring a file, and then the call is transferred to a collegue to answer a question, what would happen to the remains of the file transfer.
The liaison statement in document S1-061180 was revised to S1-061394. The CR to go with the liaison statement was provided in S1-061395. Another CR to clarify the handling of supplementary services was provided in S1-061396. The CR in S1-061266 was noted. 
There was a request to provide two CRs, but one came up against some problems and so S1-061396 was noted. It was considered more appropriate to discuss this in the workshop with TISPAN first. However, document S1-061395 was revised to S1-061431. It was revised to TD S1-061436 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0005.
Finally, the liaison statement in S1-061394 was taken. It was agreed to send this liaison statement in the final version in S1-061437. The CR in S1-061436.
Document S1-061111 contained a response to AI33-01 on removal of requirement to align supplementary services. SA#33 decided that the requirement to align settings between IMS and CS shall be dropped. It was revised to TD S1-061400 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0003.
Document S1-061171 contained a CR on Addition of MCID and ACR as requirements to 22.173. ETSI TISPAN has specified simulation services MCID and the ACR as a part of the NGN release 1. However, MCID and ACR have been earlier left out from the 22.173 because they are not existing in the CS supplementary services  in GSM. The IMS worshop in Palm Springs recommended that all common IMS specifications will be maintained in 3GPP and that 3GPP is open for input coming from the fixed IMS network.In order to maintain the supplementary services in 3GPP also the fixed network supplementary services, the MCID and ACR simulations services should be included as a part of the 3GPP IMS Rel-7 Supplementary Services.
There was an objection to this since historically, such supplementary services are not a part of the 3G system. Of course, these SSs are optional for a mobile network and this needs to be stated in the TS. It was decided that nothing would be done at this meeting and this needs to be addressed in the workshop (27-28th November) where the Chairman will ask if these SSs are still needed. A new CR may be available after the workshop.

Document S1-061294 contained a presentation on GSM Direct Mode of Operation (DMO). This is a mechanism that Allow mobile to make short range communications when out of the GSM coverage or if the GSM network is not available. It is a type of walkie-talkie application without the need to go via a base station. This will mean that one channel is lost; that is one frequency channel made up of 8 timeslots. 
It was asked if this is for the GSM-R band only. The answer was that it is not strictly restricted a band and operators are free to use it for other bands. However, it is antipcipated that there will be some new frequencies allocated to this. It was noted and the WI was then taken.
A presentation on the role of TC-RT was provided in S1-061334. The chairman of SA1 invited the chairman of TC-RT to give a presentation. The Technical Committee looks at the application of a communication system for the railways. It uses the GSM-R bands and the ASCII services. It was asked if GPRS is being used. The answer was that yes. The uses for GSM amongst the railways is far more broad than at first glance. 
The chairman thanked the chairman of TC-RT for the very useful presentation. 
Document S1-061324 contained a proposed new WI on GSM DMO.  It was revised again to S1-061348 and then to S1-061349 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval. 
Document S1-061110 on Use Cases for WLAN. This document supports the proposed new WID on WLAN network selection (S1-061107) by presenting a number of use cases to demonstrate why it is required to include WLAN in the network selection mechanism.  The WID itself was provided in S1-061110. 
The objective of this WI is to integrate requirements for the selection of WLAN access (including I-WLAN) into the existing PLMN network selection mechanisms and define these in one specification. The network selection mechanisms covered include automatic and manual selection. It is intended that the mechanisms devised should be applicable to other, similar, new access types e.g. WiMax (IEEE 802.16) and fixed access.

There was some concern regarding this WI. One comment in particular was that some study on the security is required; it is possible to spoof an SSID very easily. Another was that this is outside the scope of 3GPP. There was a lot of “I sympathise with what the previous speaker said, but…”. It was noted for this meeting, although the chairman indicted that the issue of whether non-interworked WLAN may be worked on in principle. It was commented that the SA minutes of the last meeting, it is stated that this is in the scope of 3GPP. It was revised to S1-061387. It was revised to S1-061439 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval. 
Document S1-061232 contained a Study on Supplementary Service for Short Message Service (SMS-SS). It was revised to S1-061389 prior to presentation. However, a discussion document was provided in S1-061388. 

The work item was presented next. The objective of this study item is to document the requirements of value added services for SMS. It was commented that SMS is an old service and well established; as a consequence it would probably be more productive to put effort into MMS. This was followed by another comment that a lot of what is being asked for can already be done. A pioneer of SMS indicated (vicariously) that many of these things have been discussed many times but the discussion is buried in meeting reports in the annals of history. This WI appeared to get this work into a single place and it is probably worth while to determine if some of the things thought impractical in the past are now viable.
It was revised to S1-061432 and to S1-061443. It was agreed to be sent to SA for approval. 
Document S1-061397 contained a New WI on Support for CAT service. This is for the standardization part of the CAT services. It takes the study on Customized Alerting Tone Requirements (TR 22.982) and provides the technical specification for requirements that need to be standardized for CAT, especially additional features of CAT. It was revised to S1-061438 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval.  
Document S1-061398 contained a new WID for proposed study for incorporation of non I-WLAN network selection. It was revised to S1-061446 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval.

It was noted that the scope of this work has been limited from what was orginally provided in an earlier version. The interworking has been limited and could lead to a number of interworking WIDs for Rel-8 and a possible resulting mess. 

It was noted for the time being. There were some issues related to how a WI could be agreed in SA1. The point is that there is a need for four supporting companies, but this is the minimum and the document should still have consensus. Regarding the WI itself, it was announced that a liaison statement is expected that would explain why this WI is required. It was suggested that it be agreed in SA1 and then sent to SA with some objections. Conversely, it was suggested that it be sent as a company contribution to SA.  An indicative vote was held and there was more support for it than against it. Rather than waste more time, it was decided to send this to SA, particularly in light of the section 11.5 of the SA #33 meeting report. 
A break was held whereapon the chairman of SA1 contacted the chairman of SA for guidance. The chairman of SA indicated that the issue should be sent to SA for resolution. This was done.
Document S1-061374 contained a CR to 22.105 on support of SMS over generic 3GPP IP access (Rel 7). This results from the action AI33-04:SMS-IP.1. During the approval of TS23.204 Rel-7 at SA#33, it was requested that SA1 add the applicable requirements to a suitable stage 1 Rel-7 TS. It was revised to TD S1-061420 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0048. 
The Rel-8 CR was provided in S1-061375. It was revised to TD S1-061421 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 0049.

Document S1-061377 contained a CR to 22.105 on SMS IMS service level interworking. This was a release 7 CR. These were taken in the ad hoc, but were questioned in the SA1 meeting. There were several options, which the secretary did not get. 
It was suggested that S1-061377 was proposed until the next meeting. This was done. Based on this S1-061378 was noted also.
