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Following a review of the current draft TS text we have identified a number of changes, mainly editorial, that we believe will improve this stage 1 (draft) specification. At the last SA1 meeting in Portugal it was agreed that the stage 1 TS should cover the requirements for both SAE and LTE and, since this is a stage 1 service requirements specification, we propose that, where appropriate, the term ‘SAE’ be replaced by the term ‘Evolved 3GPP System’.  Also, since the intention is not to replicate existing requirements from e.g. TS22.101 in this TS, we would propose adding the word ‘additional’ to the scope statement.
