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This contribution introduces the SAE service requirement (Multi access and seamless mobility).

1. Background
A new work item 3GPP System Architecture Evolution Specification (SP-060411) was agreed at TSG SA#32 and at the same time the revision of the AIPN WID was not agreed. TSG SA has requested SA1 to try to make the new technical specification on SAES requirements available at TSG SA#33 so that it can be used for the start of the SA2 activity.
2. Discussion
The service continuity between heterogeneous access systems is an important feature in SAE. Mobility management should be expressed more clearly.

7.2.X
Heterogeneous access systems mobility
The evolved 3GPP system shall support seamless mobility between heterogeneous access systems.
The evolved 3GPP system shall provide common procedures to support inter-access system mobility across heterogeneous access systems.
The evolved 3GPP system shall allow for optimal mobility management within administrative domains and/or geographic regions for both intra- and inter-access system mobility.
The evolved 3GPP system shall support frequent handovers within the evolved access system (intra-LTE), between 3GPP access systems (inter-3GPP) and non 3GPP access systems.

The evolved 3GPP system shall provide efficient mobility management that is scalable with the number of handovers.
The evolved 3GPP system shall support a variety of mobility mechanism to accommodate with access systems within Rel-7 and earlier 3GPP CN PS domains.
7.2.1
Fixed Access Systems
The evolved 3GPP system shall be able to support interworking with fixed access systems with very limited or no mobility functionality e.g. PSTN and Internet.
The evolved 3GPP system shall be able to support mobility within 3GPP and non-3GPP access systems and fixed access systems e.g. PSTN and Internet.
7.2.2
Service continuity
Service shall be maintained during and following changes of 3GPP access systems and non 3GPP systems.

Service shall be maintained during and following a change of network in either direction between a Rel-7 and earlier network and an evolved 3GPP system.
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
