Target Service Requirement

The requirement is that as users move between access technologies and between networks in the CS domain and PS domain, they experience a consistent and predictable set of services. The intention is to align services in their functionality and portability without constraining the provision of more advanced services that may not be supportable by less advanced networks.  
Where services are used that cannot be supported by all networks and access technologies, the end user experience in moving between these networks and access technologies should be defined.
