Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in [1] and the following] apply.
Conference Focus: Conference Focus maintains signalling relationship with each participant in the conference. The conference focus is a logical entity.

Conference Host: The conference host manages and controls the conference, e.g. adding and removing participants, adding and removing media in the conference, terminating the conference etc. There is only one host in a conference.
Floor: An individual temporary access or manipulation permission for a specific shared resource (or group of resources) [4].
Floor Control: Floor control is a means to manage joint or exclusive access to shared resources in a conferencing environment [4].

Pre-arranged Group: A pre-defined group includes the contact addresses of group members shall be used for conference establishment. The pre-arranged group which does not contain any members is considered as a chat group.

Ad-hoc Group Session: An Ad-hoc Group Session is a conference session for multiple users that do not invoke pre-arranged group.
