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1. Discussion

The 3GPP TR 22.968 for “Study for requirements for a Public Warning System (PWS) Service” is being developed, however the definition of the PWS is still missing.  To have a common view on the PWS among those who contribute in the TR, the definition shall be clarified.  Definitions of other related terminology that is necessary to define the PWS shall also be identified and clarified.
2. Proposal

It is proposed to modify section 3.1 of 3GPP TR 22.968 as follows:

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

Notification Area:   is an area (e.g. disaster area) where warning notifications are sent.

Public Warning System:   is a system that delivers Warning Notifications provided by Warning Notification Providers to the UEs which have capability of receiving Warning Notifications within Notification Areas through the 3GPP network.
Public Warning System Functionality:   is produced by Public Warning System within configuration provisioning and message delivery provisioning.
Public Warning System Service:   is produced to users by PLMN operators with or without Warning Notification Providers with configuration provisioning and message delivery provisioning.

Warning Notification:   is a piece of information which notifies users of the occurrence of the events to be warned such as disasters.  Additional information such as the types (e.g. earthquake, tsunami, etc.) and the scales (e.g. magnitude, etc.) of the disasters may be conveyed.
Warning Notification Provider:   is a PLMN operator or an external agency (e.g. government/ public service organisations) that provides warning notifications and requests PLMN operators to deliver them in case of disasters.
