Discussion:

Draft ETSI EMTEL TR 102 410 V0.0.4 was introduced by NTT DoCoMo to inform that ETSI EMTEL is currently working on the requirements for communication facilities among individuals and to authorities/organizations, not including alerting communication. Since the EMTEL work scope is only bounded to requirement specification, it is considered as appropriate technical board such as 3GPP may need to take a role to act on corresponding standardization task. 
There was a comment about the scope of EMTEL requirement because it has been known as Europe specific, it may need more work should be done regarding requirement if 3GPP is to make action to corresponding EMTEL requirements. The TR has not yet been in completion phase and there was a comment that stable TR may be required to be informed to SWG again. 

Conclusion:

Nevertheless, the contribution was useful as it has been now known that there is a requirement in case of communication service from citizen to citizen under the influence of access control because of congestion. The contribution was for information and noted.
