Sally is a SMS user (her location is none relevant)

Actor Specific Issues

Joe wants to send a short message to Sally with his personal signature.

Actor Specific Benefits

The calling party, Joe will take advantage of SMS Personal Signature service.

The called party, Sally will receive a short message with additional valuable content, Joe's personal signature

Pre-conditions

Joe subscribed to the short message personal signature service on his home network 
He enables the service for every outgoing short message and sets his unique personal signature.

Post-conditions
All outgoing messages originated by Joe will include his personal signature.

Normal Flow

Joe sets the short message personal signature and enables the personal signature service.

Joe sends a short message to Sally.

-
The Personal Signature is being appended to the original short message by the home network personal signature service

Sally receives the message.

-
Sally open and read the message which includes the original text plus Joe's personal signature

The personal signature service shall support certain conditions configured by users or control system wide (e.g., append personal signature pending the original short message length, append personal signature to certain destinations). There shall be no significant delays to any part of the service.
