4.6 Short Message Automatic Reply

4.6.1
 Short Description

This use case describes a scenario when Joe sends out a SMS to Sally, a reply message is sent back to Joe automatically which is pre-configured by Sally.

4.6.2 Actors

Both Joe and Sally are SMS users.
4.6.2.1 Actor Specific Issues
Joe sends a message to Sally, and Sally is able to use the capability of Short Message Automatic reply 
4.6.2.2
Actor Specific Benefits
Sally is able to utilize the capability of Automatic Reply to send Joe a pre-configured message e.g. “In a meeting, reply later”. Therefore, Joe knows Sally is not convenient to reply his message currently.

4.6.3
Pre-conditions

Joe is a normal SMS subscriber.

Sally has subscribed to Short Message Automatic Reply service on her home network.

Sally is in a meeting, and she has set her Automatic Reply message as: “In a meeting, reply later”.

4.6.4
Post-conditions

Joe receives Sally’s automatic reply message which is set and stored in the network.

Normal Flow
