	At SA#35 CR050 TS 22.105 and CR004 TS 22.340 where accepted that introduced the concept of service level interworking.  Specifically in CR004 there were 2 statements that stated when a user has service level interworking but a message is received a specific way, that specific way e.g. SMS should be used to delivery the message end to end instead of using another delivery mechanism.

· If a user is registered to receive SMS service, then the SMS message should be delivered as an SMS message via IMS, CS or PS transport instead of via service-level interworking, subject to operator and user preferences;

· If a user is registered to receive Immediate Messaging service, then the Immediate Message should be delivered that way instead of via service-level interworking, subject to operator and user preferences
Such behaviour allows the original messaging systems functionality to be preserved where as interworking may alter the perceived behaviour.  However CR050 was in conflict with these statements.  CR050 was directed at when SMS is sent over IP-CAN that if the user was not registered then service level interworking should be performed.  However the user may be registered for SMS over CS and or PS and to comply with the statements in CR004 then these methods should also be used (subject to operator policy)

6.4.3
Short Message Service  - Point to Point (SMS-PP)

A short message service point to point shall be supported. The short message service shall be provided seamlessly (as far as the user or the users terminal equipment is concerned) across the UTRAN and GERAN. A UE may, and the  network shall, support the transport of SMS over WLAN and other IP Connectivity Access Networks (IP-CANs).

When short message services are transported over a generic IP-CAN:

-
appropriate security mechanisms shall be supported;

-
users registered from an SMS-capable UE will receive the SMS service over a generic IP-CAN while maintaining the format and functionality of SMS messages;

-    if the user is not registered to receive the SMS service over generic IP-CAN, the message subject to operator policy shall be transported over CS or PS otherwise if the user is registered from a UE capable of using another messaging service such as Immediate Messaging, the UE will receive the SMS service using the other messaging service when service-level interworking is provided;
Note:
The requirements for SMS-Immediate Messaging service-level interworking are defined in the 3GPP TS 22.340 [16]

-
the UE shall indicate its ability to send/receive SMS messages at registration; 

-
existing services that use SMS functionality shall not be degraded;

-
the user experience shall be the same as across UTRAN and GERAN access.
When the sender’s identity is verified by the network operator, it shall be possible to convey this information as well as the verified identity of the sender (e.g. sender name), together with the SMS message, to the recipient.
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
