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1. Proposal
It is proposed to create new WID on Public Warning System.

Main objectives of the new WID are;

(1) To start specifying functional requirements and information flow for PWS services

(2) To assign SA2 to a secondary responsibility WG

(3) To include E-UTRAN (LTE) into a scope of PWS

2. Discussion
(1)
As presented in TR 22.968, it identified the considerations with service aspects and performed the gap analysis on current functionality. With the basis of analysis on current SMS, CBS and MBMS, new capabilities required for PWS services were identified. It was concluded that this analysis to be used as a basis for further work. So, it continues on technical specification phase, and at the same time, it is recommended that the content of this TR is used as a basis for work within technical working groups (e.g. SA2, RAN2, CT1).

(2)
SA2 doesn’t have to create new WID on PWS, and SA1 and SA2 can start working on PWS according to the WID newly created by SA1 now.
(3)
In the near future, LTE capable UEs will be released and early LTE capable UEs might be dual mode terminals. However, if PWS isn't supported by E-UTRAN and PWS services are provided only in UTRAN/GERAN, LTE single mode UEs and LTE/UMTS dual mode UEs camping on E-UTRAN cells can't receive warning notifications. Therefore, PWS should be also supported by E-UTRAN and PWS services should be provided over both access networks because PWS services are public services.

PWS service requirements for LTE are not different from requirements for UMTS/GSM as such, and LTE's specifications are getting stable, so it is possible to start Stage2/Stage3 work for PWS.
