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Discussion
The use of the terminology ‘Seamless Handover’ in SA1 has caused debate in the past as seamless handover means different things depending on the standardization group. For instance many people in RAN may understand a make before break handover. This is not usually necessary from a user’s perspective. Therefore SA1 has defined in 22.278, ’Service Continuity’

· Service Continuity: The uninterrupted user experience of a service that is using an active communication (e.g. an ongoing voice call) when a UE undergoes a radio access technology change or a CS/PS domain change without, as far as possible, the user noticing the change.

The title of the WiD relating to  22.937 is “Requirements for seamless roaming and service continuity between mobile and WLAN networks” but the TR has somehow adopted the title “Requirements for Seamless handover between mobile and WLAN networks” 

It has also been identified that a number of sections in the TR have used the words seamless handover.

Action

A number of input contributions have been generated to rectify these errors, these include an updated WiD TDoc S1 -070866 and 5 changes to the TR. TDocs S1-070860, S1-070861, S1-070862, S1-070863  – S1-070864
Note : Five separate contributions have been generated as requested by the SWG chairman

Other Notes:
Service continuity is currently defined in 22.278, instead of replicating in 22.937, it may be appropriate to move the definition to 22.905.
